Graves is a student at Reidsville Middle School while Cummings is a student at Moss Street Elementary School.

LETTER READ FROM SUMMER CAMP PARTICIPANT.

Mayor Festerman then read a letter from a participant in the City’s Summer Camp program:
“My name is Aquilsta Robertson  and last year I went to summer camp at Griggs Park. I had fun meeting new people. I love going swimming, making things, going on field trips, but most of all, I like the workers. I am looking to go back this year.”

SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS:
Mayor Festerman recognized the following proclamations that were presented to various groups and City departments. He asked those accepting the proclamations to say a few words.
RECOGNITION OF MAY AS “CLEAN SWEEP” MONTH IN REIDSVILLE. – The proclamation was accepted by Gloria Pegram of the Reidsville Appearance Commission, who encouraged those in the audience to participate in “Clean Sweep” month. She showed some of the items out in the lobby, including brochures, litter bags, etc., designed to help people in these efforts. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

RECOGNITION OF ROCKINGHAM COUNTY HELP FOR THE HOMELESS AND ITS 10-YEAR PLAN TO END HOMELESSNESS. – This proclamation was accepted by Faye Marsh, a member of Rockingham County Help for Homeless, Inc. She thanked the Council for issuing in the proclamation and joining in their efforts to end homelessness in Rockingham County within ten years. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

RECOGNITION OF NATIONAL PUBLIC WORKS WEEK MAY 18-24, 2008. – This proclamation was accepted by Interim Public Works Director Charlie Hamilton who thanked the Council on behalf of the Public Works Department and its employees. He also thanked the citizens of Reidsville for their support. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

RECOGNITION OF NATIONAL POLICE WEEK MAY 11-17, 2008, AND NATIONAL PEACE OFFICERS’ MEMORIAL DAY, WHICH IS MAY 15 BUT WAS OBSERVED IN NORTH CAROLINA ON MAY 9, 2008. – This proclamation was accepted by Police Chief Edd Hunt on behalf of his Police Department. He noted that in 2007, 186 officers lost their lives in the line of duty, eight of which were in North Carolina. He thanked the City Council for its support. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

Mayor Festerman noted that Chief Hunt does an outstanding job for the City and the Chief today, out of his own pocket, was giving a luncheon in honor of the department’s retired police officers.

City Manager Almond noted that he had discussed with Chief Hunt that the latest crime rate figures for the State, slated to come out soon, will show that all crime rates in Reidsville are down.

APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA.
The Mayor then asked Council members if there were any items they wanted pulled from the Consent Agenda for further consideration? None were offered.
Councilman Gentry made the motion, seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the Consent Agenda.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 1 -- APPROVAL OF THE APRIL 8, 2008 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES AND THE APRIL 23, 2008 SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES.

With the approval of the Consent Agenda in a 7-0 vote, the Council approved the regular meeting minutes from April 8, 2008 and the Special Meeting minutes of April 23, 2008.

Below I have discussed a few items that require a budget amendment.  Fortunately, the majority of these items are self-balancing, in that they do not require the use of fund balance.  One grant does require a match to be provided by the City and cost of the demolitions will also come from the fund balance.
Youth Gang Prevention Grant

The Reidsville Police Department has received a new grant from the Governor’s Crime Commission, the Youth Gang Prevention and Reduction in Schools Grant.  This grant is for a new position that will work in the City’s schools.  This grant will follow a May 1st to April 30th year.  Therefore we will recognize the full grant at this time with any remaining balances being carried to the next fiscal year at year end.  The grant’s budget totals $102,419, which is comprised 75% ($76,814) of grant funds and 25% ($25,605) of matching local funds.  The $25,605 match will need to be appropriated from the General 

Fund balance.  The grant’s expenditures have been allocated as follows:  personnel - $57,860, contractual - $27,600, travel - $1,430, supplies - $2,650, equipment - $12,879. 

Miscellaneous Grants

The following grants have been received by departments as listed.  These grants require a budget amendment to recognize the revenue and to allocate the corresponding expense.  No fund balance is required to be appropriated for any of these grants.

Reidsville Downtown Corporation

The RDC is currently handling a variety of events.  As a result, there are a number of related fundraisers and advertising opportunities.  For example, there is now a t-shirt for the monthly cruise-in.  Proceeds go first to cover the cost of the items and then for other various promotions.  The RDC estimates $2,000 of revenue and corresponding expenses for these items.

The RDC has also launched a new campaign to sponsor benches in the downtown.  The initial phase of this project calls for 30 benches.  Each bench needs a $1,000 sponsorship.  Therefore, the RDC budget needs $30,000 in revenue and expenses for this entire campaign.  The balance of these accounts will carry-forward to future budgets as long as the project extends.

Disc Golf

When the disc golf course was built, several sponsorship opportunities were created.  To date $1,950 has been raised from these sponsorships.  The disc golf committee is trying to build the course’s reputation by holding tournaments and exploring targeted advertising.  These funds will be allocated to assist with those tasks.

Excess Water

Due to drought issues, the City of Greensboro has purchased water in excess of the required daily minimum.  This excess water has an associated direct cost.  When the City’s budget is adopted, it only contains the minimum contractual sale to Greensboro and the corresponding minimum related expense.  At this time the excess expense is estimated at $150,000 for this fiscal year.  Water revenue will be adjusted likewise to offset this expense.

Demolitions

Michael Pearce will be presenting several demolitions for Council’s approval.  He has projected a shortfall in the demolition account.  Michael estimates $10,000 will be enough to cover these costs for the remainder of the fiscal year.  This expense does not have a true corresponding revenue source, although we do attempt to have the property owners reimburse the cost.  Therefore, the funding will come from a General Fund Balance appropriation.  
Street Dept./Vance Street Project

The Street Department has been saddled with a couple of unexpected items in this fiscal year.  The following accounts need to be increased:  maintenance and repairs – equipment - $22,000, auto supplies (fuel) – $22,000, utility street lighting - $35,000, a total of $83,000.  The Department does not have any expense accounts with projected savings to cover these expenses in full; but, due to shortages in the department throughout the year, there is a small surplus in some personnel accounts.  Additional sources were found as follows: Powell Bill funds received from the State actually exceeded budget by $30,743 which can be used to directly offset expenses of this department.  Also, the Vance Street Capital Project has been completed and all amounts related to this project have been paid.  There is a remainder left in the budget of the expense accounts for this project of $29,341 and the project earned $5,083 in interest over its life.  A total of $34,424 can be transferred to the General Fund in closing this project.  The remaining balance needed to fund the shortages of this department in full, $13,833, can be transferred from the personnel accounts referenced above.        

As I stated in the opening of this memo, most of these budget amendments are self-balancing.  In total, the General Fund will need to appropriate $35,605 for this amendment.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 3 -- APPROVAL OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDMENT REPEALING AND REWRITING CHAPTER 17, TRAFFIC, SECTION 17-71, PAYMENT OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES. THE CHANGE IN WORDING ALLOWS THE FINANCE DEPARTMENT TO SEND OUT NOTICES AND COLLECT PAYMENTS FOR DELINQUENT TRAFFIC TICKETS ON BEHALF OF THE POLICE DEPARTMENT.

With the approval of the Consent Agenda in a 7-0 vote, the Council approved the following ordinance amendment since a staff committee comprised of IT Director Deborah Butler, Finance Director Chris Phillips and Assistant City Manager Terri Stamey, has recommended that the billing and collection of parking tickets be moved from the Police Department to the Finance Department. The ordinance amendment transfers this responsibility and authority to the Finance Department.
The ordinance amendment as approved follows:

AMENDING THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

CHAPTER 17, TRAFFIC,
SECTION 17-71. SAME – PAYMENT.

OF THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina, that the City of Reidsville Code of Ordinances be amended as follows:

Part I.  Chapter 17, Section 17-71, Same -- Payment, (b) is hereby repealed and rewritten as follows:

Section 17-71 (b) In the event a penalty assessed for violation of any provision of this article is not paid when due, the Finance Department shall mail a notice of delinquent payment to the registered owner of the vehicle operated in violation of this article. “Registered owner” shall mean the owner as registered with the North Carolina Department of Motor Vehicles. The notice of delinquent payment shall be mailed by first-class mail, postage prepaid, deposited with the United States Postal Service. The notice of delinquent payment shall require payment of the penalty on or before the last day of the month in which the delinquency notice is mailed.
PART II. All other parts of this section shall remain unchanged.

PART III. This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 -- APPROVAL OF A CONTRACT WITH THE ACCOUNTING FIRM OF MCGLADREY & PULLEN FOR AUDITING SERVICES.

With the approval of the Consent Agenda in a 7-0 vote, the Council approved the auditing contract with McGladrey & Pullen for reasons outlined in Finance Director Chris Phillips’ memo to the City Manager dated April 10, 2008. (A COPY OF THE MEMO AND THE AUDIT CONTRACT ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 -- APPROVAL OF A CONTRACT WITH ROCKINGHAM COUNTY FOR COLLECTION OF MUNICIPAL TAXES.

With the approval of the Consent Agenda in a 7-0 vote, the Council approved a contract amendment with Rockingham County for collection of taxes. Since the collection rates have not been raised in 16 years, the County proposal extends the increases over a six-year period with the annual increase per account at 50 cents. For fiscal year 2008-09, the increase to the City (at 50 cents per bill) amounts to an overall increase of approximately $4,600. (A COPY OF THE CONTRACT AMENDMENT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
- End of Consent Agenda -
PUBLIC HEARINGS: 
CONSIDERATION OF TEXT AMENDMENT T2008-1 TO INSERT EXHIBIT CENTER/EVENT CENTER AS A PERMITTED USE IN THE HIGHWAY BUSINESS ZONING DISTRICT. 
In presenting the staff report, Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff stated that a citizen had requested that Event Centers be allowed in the Highway Business zoning district. Currently such centers are allowed in Office & Institutional by Special Use Permit and in the Central Business zoning district by right, she said. Staff sees no reason why such event centers are not a good fit with Highway Business zoning. The Planning Board unanimously recommended the text amendment, she added.
Mayor Festerman asked Setliff if she knew what uses the applicant plans for this property? Setliff replied that the applicant would have to speak to what uses he might have planned, but she noted that such a designation would allow wedding receptions. It would not allow spectator sports events, she added. Setliff said the business owner owns the old Moose Lodge, but she stressed that this text amendment would apply to any property in Highway Business zoning. This building is not considered a “dance hall,” Setliff said.
Mayor Festerman opened the public hearing at 6:45 p.m. by asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in favor of the text amendment?

Ms. Bonnie Cruz, no address provided, said she knows the applicant and his wife. They go to her church, which is small and cannot accommodate wedding receptions, she said. This would provide a service to their church community, Cruz said. She also described the applicant as very responsible, and he has met all the required ordinances.

The Mayor asked if there was anyone who wished to speak in opposition? No one came forward. The public hearing was closed at 6:47 p.m.

Councilwoman Zdanski then made the motion, seconded by Councilman Turner and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve Text Amendment 2008-1.

CONSIDERATION OF TEXT AMENDMENT T2008-2 REGARDING DENSITY REQUIREMENTS FOR DUPLEXES IN THE OFFICE & INSTITUTIONAL ZONING DISTRICT. 
In making the staff report, Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff stated that the purpose of this text amendment is to clean up a “glitch” in the City’s Zoning Ordinance. A citizen had called and asked about the yard footage, setbacks, etc. for duplexes in the Office & Institutional zoning district, Setliff explained. Upon reviewing the ordinance, staff discovered the City didn’t have any such requirements, she said.
Staff is proposing to duplicating the requirements in the Residential-6 zoning district for single-family dwellings, according to Setliff. She outlined those requirements, which are as follows:

Area in Square Feet:


9,000 sq ft.


Front Yard Width in Feet:

70 ft.


Front Yard Depth in Feet:

30 ft.


Rear Yard Depth in Feet:

20 ft.


Side Yard Depth in Feet:

8 ft. with notes a, j, and k


Max. Building Height in Feet:
35 ft. with note b


Accessory Buildings:


Occupy no more than 20% of the rear yard;







15’ from rear of principal bldg;







5’ from any lot line

CONSIDERATION OF TEXT AMENDMENT T2008-3 WHICH WOULD EXEMPT ORNAMENTAL ACCESSORY STRUCTURES FROM THE FRONT AND SIDE ACCESSORY BUILDING SETBACK REQUIREMENTS IN THE CITY’S HISTORIC DISTRICTS. 
In making the staff report, Community Development Director Michael Pearce stated that detached accessory structures are not allowed in front or side yards of any zoning district. With the exception of garages, they are not permitted in side yards either, he explained.

Pearce noted that an accessory structure is defined as something permanently affixed to the ground. Therefore, this does not include temporary decorative or recreational items such as swing sets or ornamental structures. Recently, staff received a request to allow a large ornamental gazebo that would require a concrete pad in their front yard, Pearce explained. Since this was a permanent structure, it could not be permitted. However, since the property was located in the Governor Reid Historic District, the property owner was able to go to the Historic Preservation Commission and get a Certificate of Appropriateness. The certificate was granted because the gazebo was of a type, size and style considered appropriate, Pearce explained.
While the City’s Zoning Ordinance currently does not permit these kinds of structures, staff is offering a text amendment for those situations in which such a permanent accessory structure may be appropriate and complimentary, Pearce said. 

The Planning Board unanimously recommended approval of the text amendment, he said. He noted that one Board member questioned why the text amendment would not apply throughout the City, but it is pretty much a judgmental decision. The Historic Preservation Commission already is in place to make these types of decisions in the historic districts, Pearce explained. Councilman Henderson asked if there were any area requirements? Pearce reviewed the conditions for accessory uses found in the proposed text amendment. He noted that the HPC takes these requirements into consideration.
Mayor Festerman opened the public hearing at 6:53 p.m. by asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in favor of the text amendment? No one came forward. He asked if there was anyone wished to speak in opposition? Again, no one came forward. 
The public hearing was closed at 6:54 p.m.

Councilman Henderson made the motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Gorham and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to adopt T2008-3.

AMENDING THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE ZONING ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

ARTICLE V, DISTRICT REGULATIONS

 SECTION 4, TABLE OF PERMITTED USES

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville; North Carolina, that the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Reidsville be amended as follows:

Part I.
 That Article V, Section 4, Table of Permitted Uses, Note 1 of the Notes to the Table of Permitted Uses be deleted in its entirety and rewritten as follows:

NOTE 1.
ACCESSORY USES

No accessory building shall be erected in any required front or side yard in residential or office & institutional districts with the exception of ornamental structures not used for storage in a historic district with a Certificate of Appropriateness from the Reidsville Historic Preservation Commission.  Accessory buildings shall be located fifteen (15) feet from the rear of the principal structure and no closer than five (5) feet from lot lines.
Satellite dishes are permitted as accessory uses under the following conditions:  they may not be placed in any required front or side yard.  Where they are located in a front or side yard (behind the required setback), such dishes must be screened.

CONSIDERATION OF A STREET CLOSING ORDER TO CLOSE THE ALLEY LOCATED BEHIND 100-102 SOUTH SCALES STREET. 
City Manager Almond explained that the City had received a request to close the alley located behind 100-102 South Scales Street. He explained that this alley is behind the old Bank of Reidsville building sold by the City to RANA, LLC. RANA plans to renovate the building and to keep it historically accurate to secure tax credits, the City Manager said. The developer would like to add an elevator and a staircase to the building, which would go out onto the sidewalk. The developer doesn’t want patrons walking out into a vehicular pathway.
The law requires that when such an alleyway is closed, each of the adjacent property owners receives half of the land from the closed alley, City Manager Almond said.

The City Manager said he felt this was a reasonable request. He said this would not block access to any other buildings located there. He has talked with some of the adjacent property owners, and they don’t have any problems with it.
The public hearing was advertised for tonight, and the only two property owners involved are RANA, LLC and the City of Reidsville, he said.

Councilman Gentry said he drove through the area, and the City would have to designate a new travel lane. City Manager Almond said the area behind would be landscaped and the travel lane redirected. There are no problems with sanitation pickup or public safety issues due to the change, it was noted.
Mayor Festerman opened the public hearing at 6:57 p.m. by asking if anyone wished to speak in favor of the street closing order? No one came forward. He asked if anyone wanted to speak in opposition. Again, no one came forward. 
The public hearing was closed at 6:58 p.m.

Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to close the alley.

Community Development Director Michael Pearce reported on the first condemnation request.
714 PRINCE WILLIAMS STREET
Pearce explained that staff is requesting to demolish 714 Prince Williams Street after receiving several complaints about the property. A title search found the property owner to be Ellie Carter Milliner of P.O. Box 107, Wentworth. A notice of hearing was advertised on January 1, 2008 and the property was posted December 28, 2007, he said. No one attended the hearing with the Code Enforcement Officer on January 17, 2008, Pearce continued. An Order to demolish was advertised and posted. The 90 days to demolish was up on April 16, 2008, Pearce said. 
Pearce said the Order required demolition because the estimated cost of repairs ($55,000-plus) exceeded 50% of the value of the building ($33,087). A follow-up inspection was done on May 1, 2008, but the house was still found to be in dilapidated condition, he said. The house is vacant, the water has been shut off and property taxes have not been paid since 1997. $7,189.82 is owed on the property, he said.

Pearce said staff was asking permission to demolish. Bids have been taken for the work, and a survey has been done on possible asbestos removal, he said.
Mayor Festerman stated that from the picture, the house has a lot of character. Pearce agreed. He said it’s a shame that we have to get to this point where it has to be torn down, but it is a nuisance to the community.
Mayor Pro Tem Gorham made a motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to demolish 714 Prince Williams Street.

Pearce said staff had received numerous complaints about 134 Ridge Street, which was boarded up years ago. A title search showed that the owner is C. Kimberly Jarrette of 736 NC Highway 65, Reidsville.

The complaint and notice posting were done on January 8, 2008. The owner attended the meeting with the Code Enforcement Officer on January 18. Ninety days were given to demolish the building and that ended on April 21, 2008, Pearce said. Demolition was required because the estimated cost of repairs at $14,500-plus exceeded 50% of the value of the building, listed at $10,857, he continued. A follow-up inspection on May 1 still found the building to be in dilapidated condition. The house is vacant and the water has been shut off. Property taxes have not been paid since 2003 and $823.37 plus interest is owed, he said.
Pearce said bids have already been taken for the project as well as the survey done for asbestos.

Councilman Rucker asked if the fence around the house could be left up? Pearce said they always attempt to salvage anything – trees, outbuildings, etc. – that is not a nuisance. The fence, he said, is not a nuisance.

Pearce said staff is also requesting permission to demolish 323 Lindsey Street, which has brought several complaints regarding public safety. A title search found the owner to be Thomas M. Barham of 177 Glen Meadow Drive, Eden, with the lienholders being FNB Southeast and Novastar Mortgage, Inc., he said.
After the complaint and notice of hearing were served and posted, the hearing with the Code Enforcement Officer was held on January 18, 2008, but the property owner did not attend, Pearce said. An Order to demolish expired at the end of 90 days on April 18, 2008. The Order to demolish was required because the estimated cost of repairs ($57,700-plus) exceeded 50% of the value of the building ($33,900). The house is vacant, and the water has been shut off. CONSIDERATION OF RECOMMENDATION TO AWARD A CONTRACT AND APPROVAL OF BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT NO. 24 FOR MARKET SQUARE CONSTRUCTION AND IMPROVEMENTS TO THE INTERSECTION OF SOUTH SCALES STREET AND SETTLE STREET.
City Manager Almond then discussed construction of Market Square as well as intersection improvements at South Scales Street and Settle Street. Construction is ready to begin after this final action is undertaken, he said. He noted that this project has sparked a lot of interest in Reidsville, Rockingham County and beyond.
The City Manager said he is recommending that the City Council award the contract for Market Square to CCI, which was the low bidder not only for the Market Square construction but also for the intersection improvements. He noted that he and Council have discussed the intersection improvements, but no money has ever been awarded for it.

City Manager Almond described the plans for Market Square, which include a covered marketplace, new restroom facilities and a performance stage. He said it would be a “first-class” facility and a real showplace for the community.

Seven different bids were received for the project, which staff estimated at $1.18 million. CCI’s bid came in at $1.1 million. Some items were pulled from the contract because the City felt it could handle them locally and prevent paying the contractor’s overhead and profit on those items, the City Manager explained.

He described the intersection changes, which would include straightening out the intersection, putting in new sidewalks, signalization and mast arm stoplight poles, etc. NCDOT has agreed to pay for part of the signalization, approximately $85,000. It is estimated the project will cost $175,000.

City Manager Almond told Council he was asking for them to award the contract to low bidder CCI with a bid of $155,000 and a $20,000 contingency fund for the intersection improvements. 

Construction time is expected to be about 270 days, he said.

Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilman Gentry and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to award the contracts to CCI and approve the accompanying Budget Ordinance Amendment No. 24.

CONSIDERATION OF BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS:
City Manager Almond distributed the ballots for the board and commission appointments. It was noted that there are openings on several of the City’s boards and commissions.
PUBLIC COMMENTS.
Mayor Festerman asked if there was anyone who wished to speak during the Public Comments portion of the meeting.
Trek to Tampa noted.

Beth Simmons, President of the Reidsville Chamber of Commerce, informed Council that the “Trek to Tampa” continues. She reviewed some of the plans, including sending 15-16 people from the three different agencies (Free Clinic, Outreach Center & Teen Center) to speak on behalf of their organizations. She talked of some of the stories the judges will be hearing, including a former Teen Center member who got a full scholarship to go to college, etc. 
Simmons said she had looked up the sizes of some of the competitors, and Reidsville may be the smallest community represented. She talked of fund-raising efforts and how people could contribute to the project.
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT. 
City Manager Almond noted that there is a budget work session set for 8:30 a.m. on Wednesday, May 28, in the first-floor conference room of City Hall.
New site for Pelham Transportation.

City Manager Almond gave a status report on the old EMS building, which will soon house Pelham Transportation. Improvements are ongoing on the building, which he described as “tremendous” in size. As a landowner, the City will probably need to do some cosmetic work inside the building, as well as things to make the building handicapped accessible, etc., the City Manager noted.

COUNCIL MEMBERS’ REPORTS.
Councilwoman Zdanski – The Councilwoman noted that the Reidsville Appearance Commission currently has three openings while the Historic Preservation Commission has two. She encouraged people to contact the City about applying.
The Historic Preservation Commission met on April 15 and heard two petitions for Certificates of Appropriateness. Serving as a quasi-judicial board, the HPC approved certificates, one of which was for Dav Gerrells of 314 Irvin Street and the other for the gazebo at 203 Lawsonville Avenue, which the Councilwoman said will be a “showpiece.”
The Appearance Commission met on April 24 and approved a budget for the upcoming year. The group planted a tree at the Arbor Day celebration on April 28. The Commission also has new signs that say “Thank You” for those property owners doing yard improvements.
Councilman Rucker – No report.

Mayor Pro Tem Gorham – The Mayor Pro Tem reported that the Planning Board met last month and put the applicants through a rigorous question-and-answer period.
The Mayor Pro Tem said he attended the gang forum overseen by the Human Relations Commission as well as an earlier forum held at West End Baptist Church. He noted that Reidsville is not experiencing the same gang problems found in Alamance County and parts of Virginia.
Councilman Gentry – The Councilman said he also attended the gang workshop. He discussed the need for more parental involvement.
The positive aspects of the Reidsville Teen Center were discussed, along with how such a program can combat gang activity. Councilman Gentry said the City was lucky to have Nick Aceves as the Center’s director. He talked of the summer playground programs and swimming programs available in past years.
