WHEREAS, the improvement of Lincoln Street beginning at the intersection with Willow Street southward approximately 330 feet to the approximate northside of Parcel No. 8905-15-64-3695 was initiated without a petition as allowed by City Charter in accordance with the provisions of Article V. Public Improvements, Section 5.1; and


WHEREAS, the undertaking of the said project was ordered by Resolution of this body duly passed on the 11th day of September, 2002, and has been completed in accordance therewith; and


WHEREAS, the cost, exclusive of costs incurred at street intersections, has been determined;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina that:

3. The City Clerk is hereby directed to make available during regular office hours, in her office, the Preliminary Assessment Roll for public inspection from this day through the 8th day of September, 2004.

4. The Reidsville City Council will hold a public hearing, in accordance with Chapter 160A, Section 228, of the General Statutes of North Carolina, at 3:00 p.m. on the 8th day of September, 2004, at City Council Chambers, 230 W. Morehead Street, Reidsville, for the purpose of hearing all interested persons.

5. That the City Clerk is hereby directed to issue public notice of the above described public hearing, to be published on the 22nd day of August, 2004, and to secure publisher’s affidavit certifying the advertisement of said hearing.

6. That the City Clerk is hereby directed no later than 10 days before the public hearing to mail by first class mail copies of the notice of hearing on the preliminary assessment roll to the owners of property listed thereon.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 1 - APPROVAL OF THE JULY 14, 2004 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES. 
Mayor Donecker explained that he had pulled approval of the July 14, 2004 minutes because there remained a “piece of unfinished business” in the body of the minutes. He noted that a motion was made and seconded, but there had been no adequate discussion. He said that involved a motion to meet on Tuesdays at 6 p.m. With City Council’s permission, he would like to wrap that issue up, the Mayor said.
The Mayor asked the City Clerk to restate the motion in question. Councilman Henderson asked the Mayor if both motions should be read? The Mayor replied in the negative, noting that the second motion had been resolved.

City Clerk Angela G. Stadler read the following: “The Mayor made the motion to consider meeting on the second Tuesday of the month at 6 p.m. The motion was seconded by Councilman Festerman.”

The Mayor opened the issue for discussion. He said he had raised the issue of the meeting times to allow people to meet in the evening. He invited other Council members to say something on the subject if they wanted to. No comments were made.

A vote was then held on the re-stated motion, which failed 3-4 (Councilwoman Zdanski, Councilman Rucker, Councilman Turner and Councilman Henderson voting in the negative.).

The Mayor then directed the Clerk to enter the vote on the motion as part of the July 14th regular meeting minutes.

Mayor Pro Tem Gentry then made the motion, seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved 7-0, to approve the July 14, 2004 minutes.

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - APPROVAL OF APPROPRIATION OF $19,000 FROM THE BEE PENN MOORE TRUST FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO THE CARRIAGE HOUSE.
City Manager Almond explained that he had wanted this item pulled because the amount needed has risen from $19,000 to $23,200 since the agenda packets went out. He outlined the reasons for the additional $4,200, noting that the bids came in to his office in several phases. He said improvements to the Carriage House were badly needed, and he was given a quote for the part of the building used by the Rockingham County Mineral Club. Repairs to the roof over the rest of the Carriage House was also included in the original request. However, between that time and today’s meeting, they determined that additional work needed to be done, namely the gutters and the eaves on the portion of the Carriage House that the Mineral Club doesn’t use needed to be replaced. Along with the roof repairs was the need for some repairs to the interior of the house, such as sheetrock and cleaning up damages caused by the roof leaking, the City Manager explained.

Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilman Henderson and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote, to approve the appropriation from the Bee Penn Moore Trust.

Approval of the appropriation is reflected in Budget Ordinance Amendment No. 4, which follows:

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST TO REZONE A PARCEL LOCATED ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF FREEWAY DRIVE JUST EAST OF THE FREEWAY DRIVE/SOUTH SCALES STREET INTERSECTION, FROM RESIDENTIAL-12 TO HEAVY INDUSTRY (Z2004-11). 
In presenting the staff report, Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff noted that the City owns a 2.5-acre tract of land located on the east and south sides of the industrial park on Freeway Drive. Staff is requesting the parcel be rezoned from R-12 to Heavy Industry, she said. The land abuts the industrial park, which is zoned Heavy Industry, she added. The parcels to the north and west are zoned R-12, but the next item on today’s agenda will be a request for these parcels to be rezoned Highway Business, she noted.
Setliff said she didn’t have to tell City Council how many changes have taken place in that particular area, especially with Freeway Drive being extended to Barnes Street and the development of the industrial park. The R-12 zoning classification is usually found closer to town rather than in the outskirts of an area, she noted. Due to the development going on out there, R-12 just is no longer a suitable rezoning for this property, she added.

The Planning Board unanimously recommended this rezoning, Setliff said.

Mayor Donecker opened the public hearing at 3:09 p.m. by asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in opposition? No one came forward. He asked if there was anyone who wished to speak in approval? No one came forward, and the public hearing was closed at 3:10 p.m.

Councilman Henderson made the motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Gentry, that based on the recommendation of Planning Board and staff, the recommendation be accepted as presented. The motion was unanimously approved in a 7-0 vote by Council.
CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST TO REZONE THREE PARCELS LOCATED ON THE NORTHEAST AND SOUTHEAST CORNERS OF FREEWAY DRIVE AND SOUTH SCALES STREET FROM RESIDENTIAL-12 TO HIGHWAY BUSINESS (Z2004-12). 
In making the staff report, Community Development Director Michael Pearce noted that these three parcels are adjacent to the parcel just rezoned to Heavy Industry, but they are not owned by the City. The parcels are a little over 15 acres in size and owned by Adlyene Burch, in care of Dr. Minta Saunders. He stated that two of these three parcels have Highway Business zoning along the frontage on South Scales Street. He said these would be the last three parcels along this part of the Southern Connector that are still zoned residential. 
A lot has happened in this area since the Southern Connector opened, he pointed out. He said it is pretty much agreed that the land along the Southern Connector should be zoned something other than residential to take best advantage of the valuable property along there. Therefore, staff looked at something other than residential zoning, he said.
Instead of Heavy Industry, staff is recommending these three parcels be zoned Highway Business, Pearce said. The reason for this is that, even though the parcels are adjacent to the industrial park, there are wetlands and ponds that are separating them from the industrial park itself, the Community Development Director stated. Considering the size of businesses that can be developed on these parcels, which is actually smaller than what appears on paper, staff does not believe Heavy Industry would be an appropriate zoning for these parcels, he said. Highway Business zoning is considered more appropriate and would be a continuation of the Highway Business zoning, he added.

The Planning Board unanimously recommended the rezoning, Pearce said.

Mayor Donecker opened the public hearing at 3:12 p.m. He asked if there was anyone to speak in opposition to this request? No one spoke. He asked if anyone wanted to speak in approval of this request? No one came forward, and the public hearing was closed at 3:13 p.m.

Councilman Festerman made the motion to accept the recommendation of Planning Board and staff and approve this rezoning. The motion was seconded by Councilman Turner and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote.

CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST TO REZONE THREE PARCELS LOCATED AT 861 ROCKY FORD ROAD (ALSO KNOWN AS THE POLICE TRAINING CENTER) FROM ROCKINGHAM COUNTY ZONING RESIDENTIAL AGRICULTURAL AND RESIDENTIAL PROTECTED TO REIDSVILLE ZONING CLASSIFICATION RESIDENTIAL AGRICULTURAL-20 (Z2004-13) 
Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff presented the staff report on this request. The three parcels of land located at 861 Rocky Ford Road are owned by the City of Reidsville and is usually known as the Police Training Center. Setliff explained that the City annexed this property several months ago, which abuts the existing City limits line along the back of the Burlington Industries property. The annexation was a contiguous annexation at that time, she added. The property still has a County zoning designation, and the City now needs to give it a City zoning classification since it is inside the City limits, she said. Most of the properties in the area are zoned either Rockingham County Residential Agricultural or Residential Protected. The closest City zoning would be RA-20, she stated. The RA-20 would be compatible with the other properties in the area.
Setliff added that there are no plans to change this property, the City just needs to put a City zoning on it. The Planning Board unanimously recommended it, she said.

The Mayor opened the public hearing at 3:14 p.m. asking if there was anyone who was in opposition to this request?

Ms. Sandra Lovelace of 894 Rocky Ford Road approached Council. She asked if this rezoning put her in the City limits? The Mayor said the property being considered is in the City limits. Ms. Lovelace said she was not in the City limits, to which the Mayor agreed. City Manager Almond explained that the property which the City owns had already been annexed into the City. She asked if that meant the City limit line didn’t go any further than the Police Training Center? The City Manager agreed, stating that this was a hearing to get a City zoning classification attached to it.
Ms. Lovelace noted that in the past, officers used to shoot at the police range at all hours of the night. Now, usually around 9:30 a.m., the shooting ends, she said. She asked if this would have any effect on that? City Manager Almond stated that nothing will change because of this action.

Ms. Lovelace, noting this was really why she was here, said she didn’t want for the shooting to go beyond 9:30 p.m. The City Manager reiterated that nothing would change because of this action.

Councilman Festerman stated that the shooting late at night stopped because of Ms. Lovelace’s late husband. When Councilman Festerman was police chief, the no shooting past 9:30 p.m. occurred after Mr. Lovelace raised that concern, he said. He thought they were still doing that, the Councilman said. It was a compromise that the shooting would stop at 9:30 p.m., he added.

Councilman Festerman stressed that this zoning classification was only addressing the police lake/firing range property.

The public hearing was closed at 3:17 p.m.

Councilman Rucker made the motion, seconded by Councilman Festerman, to approve the rezoning. The motion was unanimously approved in a 7-0 vote.

CONSIDERATION OF AN ORDINANCE TO EXTEND THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF REIDSVILLE AT THE REQUEST OF THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE FOR ANNEXATION OF A CITY-OWNED APPROXIMATE 2.8-ACRE TRACT ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF FREEWAY DRIVE BEGINNING APPROXIMATELY 800 FEET EAST OF THE FREEWAY DRIVE/SOUTH SCALES STREET INTERSECTION (A04-04). 
City Manager Almond explained that these 2.8 acres had been bought by the City and the rezoning had been changed earlier in the meeting from R-12 to Heavy Industry. Today’s action would just bring the property into the City, he said.
Mayor Donecker opened the public hearing at 3:18 p.m. by asking if there was any opposition to this voluntary annexation? No one came forward. He asked if there was anyone to speak in approval? No one came forward.

The public hearing was closed at 3:19 p.m.

Councilwoman Zdanski made the motion to annex the property into the corporate limits. The motion was seconded by Councilman Turner.

During the discussion phase, Councilman Festerman asked staff if the City owned any land outside the City, other than the land around the City Lake, that hasn’t been annexed into the City? Several areas were discussed briefly, but the City Manager said he didn’t think there were any such areas.

The motion was then unanimously approved in a 7-0 vote.

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the question of this annexation was held at City Council Chambers, 230 West Morehead Street, at 3:00 P.M. on Wednesday, August 11, 2004, after due notice by publication on Sunday, July 25, 2004; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the proposed annexation meets the requirements of G.S. 160A-31;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina that:


Section 1.
By virtue of the authority granted by G.S. 160A-31, the following described contiguous property owned by the City of Reidsville is hereby annexed and made part of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina as of October 1, 2004:

ANNEXATION OF LOT 3B

Beginning at a right of way monument on a 30.00 foot sanitary sewer easement being in the southern right of way of Freeway Drive (NC HWY 87) thence with said southern right of way with a curve to the right having a radius of 5639.58, ARC distance of 696.21 Feet and a chord bearing and distance of S86-28-07E 695.77 feet to a right of way monument thence S07-04-05W 10.00 feet to a right of way monument, thence with a curve to the right having a radius of 5629.58 feet, ARC distance of 243.09 feet and a chord bearing and distance of S81-41-42E 243.07 feet to a new iron pipe, thence leaving said right of way S00-36-01W 77.52 feet to an existing iron pipe, thence N88-10-54W 395.90 feet to an existing iron pipe, thence N88-08-46W 524.29 feet to a new iron pipe in a 30.00 foot sanitary sewer easement, thence through the 30.00 foot sanitary sewer easement N05-33-55W 136.68 feet to the point of beginning and containing 2.594 acres more or less, and being LOT 3B recorded in PLAT BOOK 43 PAGE 78.

Annexation of a portion of Freeway Drive (NC HWY 87) adjoining and located on the North side of LOT 3B recorded in PLAT BOOK 43 PAGE 78.

Beginning at a new iron pipe in the Northern right of way of Freeway Drive (NC HWY 87) thence with said right of way S89-59-58E 44.64 feet to a right of way monument thence with a curve to the right having a radius of 5829.54 feet, ARC distance of 939.94 feet and a chord bearing and distance of S85-23-10E 938.92 feet to a new iron pipe, thence crossing right of way S00-36-01W 202.33 feet to a new iron pipe in the Southern right of way of Freeway Drive (NC HWY 87) and being the Northeast corner of Lot 3B, thence with said Southern right of way with a curve to the left having a radius of 5629.58 feet, ARC distance of 243.09 feet and a chord bearing and distance of N81-41-42W 243.07 feet to a right of way monument, thence N07-04-05E 10.00 feet to a right of way monument, thence with a curve to the left having radius of 5639.58 feet, ARC distance of 696.21 feet and a chord bearing and distance of N86-28-07W 695.77 feet to a right of way monument in a 30.00 foot sanitary sewer easement and being the Northwest corner of Lot 3B, thence crossing right of way on a computed line of N13-13-17W 195.13 feet to the point of beginning and containing 4.248 acres more or less and being a portion of the right of way recorded in PLAT BOOK 43 PAGE 78.

CONSIDERATION OF CONDEMNATION REQUESTS FROM COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR 
Community Development Director Michael Pearce presented the reports on both condemnation requests.

516 NORTH WASHINGTON AVENUE
In making his staff report, Pearce said staff was requesting Council to approve an ordinance ordering the owner of a house at 516 N. Washington Avenue to demolish the residence. The owner of the house, Martha Reid, is deceased, and apparently died without heirs, he said. Since then, the house has sat vacant and continues to deteriorate, he added.
Pearce reminded Council that in February of 2003, Council members passed an order to vacate and board up the building, which at that time, was only found to be in deteriorated condition, meaning the value of the repairs did not exceed 50% of the value of the home. Therefore, the home was secured, he said. The City’s Minimum Housing Code includes language that allows the Council to revisit the situation after one year if the building continues to deteriorate and meets the criteria listed in his memo. Those criteria as listed in the memo are as follows:

· that the owner has abandoned the intent and purpose to repair, alter or improve the dwelling in order to render it fit for human habitation, and 

· that the continuation of the dwelling in its vacated and closed status would be inimical to the health, safety, morals and welfare of the municipality in that the dwelling,

· would continue to deteriorate and create a fire and safety hazard, 

· would be a threat to children and vagrants, 

· would attract persons intent on criminal activities, 

· would cause or contribute to blight and  deteriorate property values in the area, 

· and would render unavailable property and a dwelling which might otherwise have been made available to ease the persistent shortage of decent and affordable housing in the city, 

If these criteria are met, the City can order the owner to demolish a building, he said. However, the City must give the owner at least 90 days to demolish the building, Pearce explained. 

Within 90 days or by November 10, 2004, staff will remove the structure if the owner doesn’t do it, the Community Development Director said. Staff is requesting permission to do that today, he said.
Mayor Donecker asked who was the owner? City Attorney Bill McLeod Jr. stated that there is nothing on record regarding the heirs. The Mayor questioned who will be responsible for keeping up the property once the house has been demolished? He asked if the property would revert to the City? The City Attorney stated that eventually unclaimed property will escheat to the State although he was uncertain what the State would do with real estate.
The Mayor asked how long before the property could be put on the market? Staff was not sure. The Mayor said he hated not to know what will happen to the property. It was noted that liens would probably build up on the land. The City Attorney said there could be a tax foreclosure at some point since taxes aren’t being paid.
The Mayor questioned whether the property could be used as a site for a Habitat for Humanity house? The City Attorney explained what kind of process would have to be followed for that to happen.

Councilman Henderson asked staff how the City would classify an action today on this piece of property since the owner is deceased? Pearce stated that, like other similar property situations, staff will post the property and advertise in the newspaper.

Councilman Henderson then moved that Council accept the recommendation coming from staff. The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Gentry.

The Mayor Pro Tem commented that the neighborhood there is looking good until one gets down into that area. People have been keeping their houses up, but something needs to be done, he said.
Responding to a question from Councilman Festerman, Pearce said the demolition would be advertised.

Council approved the motion 7-0.

The Ordinance to demolish follows as approved:

  BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED:

 WHEREAS, on the 12th day of February, 2003 the Mayor and City Council of Reidsville, North Carolina approved an ordinance whereby the Code Enforcement Inspector of Reidsville, North Carolina was ordered to cause the structure located at 516 N. Washington Avenue, Reidsville, North Carolina, Tax Map No. 8905-14-24-5027, to be vacated and closed, and to placard said structure as provided by N.C.G.S. 160A-443 and Section 4-29 (a) of the Reidsville Code of Ordinances.  The owner of said structure being Martha M. Reid, and

WHEREAS, the Code Enforcement Inspector carried out said orders and had the above structure to be vacated and closed, and 

WHEREAS, an inspection by the Code Enforcement Inspector conducted on July 28, 2004 found that no work had been done and the structure has continued to further deteriorate since the Order to Vacate and Close was approved by the Mayor and City Council of Reidsville, North Carolina on February 12, 2003, and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Reidsville, North Carolina finds that the owner has abandoned the intent and purpose to repair, alter or improve the dwelling in order to render it fit for human habitation and that the continuation of the dwelling in its vacated and closed status would be inimical to the health, safety, morals and welfare of the municipality in that the dwelling would continue to deteriorate, would create a fire and safety hazard, would be a threat to children and vagrants, would attract persons intent on criminal activities, would cause or contribute to blight and the deterioration of property values in the area, and would render unavailable property and a dwelling which might otherwise have been made available to ease the persistent shortage of decent and affordable housing in the city, 

NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the Reidsville Code of Ordinances, Section 4-29 (c, 1), the owner of 516 N. Washington Avenue, Reidsville, North Carolina are hereby ordered to cause the above structure located at 516 N. Washington Avenue, Reidsville, North Carolina, to be demolished and removed on or before November 10, 2004, and to placard said structure as provided by N.C.G.S. 160A443 and Section 4-29 (a) of the Reidsville Code of Ordinances.  Furthermore, if in the event said owner fails to comply with this order, the Code Enforcement Officer shall effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

 113 CHERRY STREET
In making the staff report, Community Development Director Michael Pearce informed Council that staff was seeking an order to vacate and board up the building at 113 Cherry Street. He noted that staff had received several complaints about people living in the structure without any City water. The property has been vacated at this point, but staff is continuing with this recommendation to have this order on record, Pearce said. Inspector Tim Warner went to the house and found numerous violations, Pearce said, but not enough to ask that the property be demolished at this time. However, the property is not safe for habitation and does not meet the City’s Minimum Housing Code, he said.
A May 4th hearing with the Code Enforcement Officer was not attended by the property owners, Clifton D. and Wanda C. Whitlow of 2309 LeMar Drive, Reidsville, Pearce noted. No one attended from FNB Southeast, which is the lien holder on the property, he added.

The owners were given 90 days to repair the property, which expired on August 2, Pearce said. A follow-up inspection was held which found the repairs had not been made although the property had been vacated, he said. He said staff would like for Council to order that the property remain vacant until the repairs are made. The owner has a history of allowing people to move into the property without City services, and it’s just not a healthy situation, Pearce said.  If Council approves this ordinance today, staff would not have to come back to Council to get the property vacated, Pearce explained, but could have the tenants removed.
One of the problems that staff is having, in terms of turning water on for this property, Pearce said, is that there are liens against this property for nuisance abatements. The landowner also has not paid rental privilege fees, he added. Therefore, there are a couple of situations that do not allow water to be turned on to this house, he said. Councilman Festerman asked if the amount of the liens are public record? City Attorney Bill McLeod Jr. responded in the affirmative.
Ms. Angela Chestnut Black of 112 Cherry Street asked to address Council on this issue. She stated that recently people had been living in the house without water. She said this was not the first time she had brought this issue up, that people had been living there before without water. Ms. Chestnut Black said she had made numerous complaints about the house, probably for the past four or five years. She said the property owner had not been maintaining the property. She noted that there had been an old bath tub and other furniture left out in the yard. The City had requested that he have the items moved, but instead of putting them on the street, he put them down the hill, where in the fall, the items were covered with leaves. She likened the situation there to a “City dump.” 
In addition to the water situation, Ms. Chestnut Black referred to the “type of people” that has been living in the house. Saying she was not discriminating because she did not feel she was better than anyone else, Ms. Chestnut Black said in this community they do try to maintain a safe and clean environment for their families. She said she had repeatedly voiced this concern, and it had been ignored. She said she had talked with the property owner about people living without water recently. She said she knew that the tenants had talked to the owner about the need to get the pipes fixed. She added that she had seen them taking water back and forth into the house. 
Ms. Chestnut Black said she knew people had lived in the house from October 2003 to July 5, 2004. She complained that the property owner was taking advantage of people who are economically disadvantaged. If a property owner has tenants that he knows can’t maintain the property, it is the property owner’s responsibility to maintain the property, she continued.  The property owner told her that the tenant only had to pay $90 to get the water turned on, Ms. Chestnut Black said. She said the citation in the yard says otherwise.

Ms. Chestnut Black talked briefly about people tampering with her mail and leaving items in her mailbox, such as dog food and glass.
The problem, according to Ms. Chestnut Black, is that the house has been a nuisance. Anybody who rides by it may not notice the deterioration, she said, but it is definitely “substandard,” she said. She added that for years, she had always heard that the foundation of the house was sitting on batteries. She said that up until this summer, she did not know whether that was true, until one day, all of those batteries appeared on the edge of the road. She said it looked like there were about 50 batteries. Code Inspector Warner told her the batteries were just shells, but she noted that at one time they weren’t shells. She talked of the creek that runs behind the property and the junk items that had been pulled from behind the house. Ms. Chestnut Black said the woods had overgrown, even the part maintained by the City.
Ms. Chestnut Black said she was here to represent her community and that she was totally concerned about the West End neighborhood. Noting that she grew up in the West End area, she said it has never been in the condition it is now. She talked of conditions at the other end of Piedmont Street. She said it makes her feel like people are turning their heads. She said all of these houses are owned by people who don’t live in the community and don’t really care about the neighborhood.
“You wouldn’t want this house in your community,” Ms. Chestnut Black stated. She referred to the house that was being considered previously in the meeting (516 Washington Avenue) and the questions raised about who would maintain the property.
“Who’s maintaining it now?” she asked. “Is the property any better because the house is there? she questioned.

Ms. Chestnut Black said she thought more could be done to maintain the appearance of the City. As a former member of the Reidsville Appearance Commission, she said she felt the Commission should get more support, and the community should get more support. Councilman Festerman told Ms. Chestnut Black that she was “preaching to the choir.” Mayor Donecker noted that community appearance would be one of the goals addressed this year.
Councilman Henderson made the motion to take the recommendation from staff. He noted that he had come to City Hall about this house in the past, and it is not a good thing for the community. Councilman Turner seconded the motion.

Mayor Donecker asked what would the owner be responsible for? Who would be boarding it up? he questioned. Pearce said the property owner would be ordered to keep the house vacant and closed up but that the house doesn’t have to be boarded up. However, if someone breaks out the windows, the City will board the house up to protect the area, the Community Development Director said. Councilman Henderson said there were windows that were broken out in the house. Pearce said staff would secure the building.
Councilman Festerman asked about “No Trespassing” signs, but staff indicated they wouldn’t be able to do it because that was the responsibility of the property owner. Councilwoman Zdanski asked about whether the house had electrical power? Pearce said the house has had power in the past. She questioned whether the house has power now? “Probably not,” Pearce responded.

Councilman Festerman said his concern was whether they were taking enough action today. Pearce said that, by state law, this is the most staff can do right now. After a year, the situation can be revisited and reviewed. At this point, this is the most state law will allow staff to do, he reiterated. He said, unfortunately, it may not seem fair, but property owners have rights also.
Councilman Henderson said padlocking the door is not going to keep people from climbing in the broken windows. Pearce said he would make sure the building is secure.
Councilman Rucker asked about the batteries, but Pearce didn’t know about them.  Ms. Chestnut Black said Inspector Warner had said the City had those batteries removed and that the property owner had not paid the City for having the batteries removed. Pearce said the City had removed a lot of things from the back area of the house, but he wasn’t sure about the batteries. The City has never been paid for the cleanup from the nuisance abatement call but does have a lien on the property for those costs, he said.
Ms. Chestnut Black said she felt like she wasn’t getting enough feedback from the code inspectors. She said she started off with Inspector Gary Roberson and then had to talk with Tim Warner although she didn’t understand why. Pearce explained that he had made this decision because Tim Warner routinely handles condemnations for the City because a very technical, legal action has to be taken. He noted that steps needed to be followed in such a manner to make sure the City doesn’t lose in any legal action.

Inspector Warner understood that the people were moving out, and the City tried to get the Health Department involved, Pearce said. A lot of times they have worked these situations out without legal action and have helped get the water turned on, he said. Pearce said the code inspector was going to try and give the owners the benefit of the doubt first. Ms. Chestnut Black said it appears that Clifton Whitlow is getting more time than he should get. Pearce said he knew it was frustrating, but it was a long legal process. The minimum wait now is for one year although the City is trying to get special legislation enacted that will allow the entire condemnation process to be done in six months, he said.
Ms. Chestnut-Black asked if she could recommend that the City board the property up? She added that she had seen people put stuff behind the house. Pearce said the City will pick up items from the street, but for some reason, they continue to throw items down the hill in the back of the property. Good money is spent to clean up behind these properties, he said. “We do this too many places around town,” he added. If the Council wants him to board the entire property up, he can do that, he said. Ms. Chestnut Black said she didn’t understand why that piece of property can just sit there. Pearce said that, unfortunately, the City has to deal with a lot of properties that are in a lot worse condition than this one. Ms. Chestnut Black reiterated that if this house was in Pearce’s neighborhood, he would do the same thing she’s doing.
Mayor Donecker said it was time to move on. A vote was taken on the motion.

The motion was unanimously approved in a 7-0 vote.

Mayor Donecker asked staff to report back to Council next month if there are any additional actions that could be considered? Pearce replied in the affirmative.

BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS:
City Manager Almond distributed the ballots for the board and commission appointments.
PUBLIC COMMENTS ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS.
Mayor Donecker asked if there was anyone who wished to speak on any non-agenda items?

Concerns expressed by Clara Gunn on behalf of the Outreach Center.
Ms. Clara Gunn of 1108 Lindsey Street said she was before Council representing the Reidsville Outreach Center. The Center, which had been located at the Soup Kitchen on Arlington Street for 2½ years, is now located at 106 Gilmer Street in downtown Reidsville. 

Ms. Gunn explained that the Center had lots of food come in bulk boxes, and the boxes were put out on the street, and they’d be picked up when the Center was located on Arlington. Now, they’ve been told they can’t do that at the new location, she said. Ms. Gunn said the Center received a letter from the City saying not to put the boxes out there. The nonprofit organization has no where to put the boxes and can’t take them to the Recycling Center now, she said. Therefore, they’re looking for somewhere to put the boxes, she explained. 
City Manager Almond said such items are not picked up in the downtown area without a fee. All of the downtown businesses are charged a fee, he said. Ms. Gunn said perhaps they should take their boxes to the Soup Kitchen, where items can be placed on the street? City Manager Almond said that could be done until the City caught them doing that.
Ms. Gunn said the nonprofit organization cannot afford to rent a dumpster for $90 a month. Mayor Donecker noted that the Outreach Center provides good, square meals to people in the community who could not otherwise afford it. Ms. Gunn gave Council statistics on how many families and individuals the Outreach center has helped. 
Ms. Gunn also said that the City wouldn’t allow the Center to have a loading zone. She talked of how heavy bags filled with canned goods can be when carting them up the street. She said there had used to be a loading zone in front of the building, which is located across from the television station. However, they had been told they couldn’t have one because only one loading zone per block is allowed, she noted. City Manager Almond said he would submit that every business in the downtown area wants a loading zone in front of their business. The Downtown Corporation’s Parking Committee had studied the issue and voted to change it in order to be fair to everybody, he said.

Mayor Donecker asked Ms. Gunn if she could approach the Downtown Corporation about the situation? City Manager Almond said that would be the route to take. He asked Ms. Gunn if the Outreach Center had considered taking the boxes out the back? She said it couldn’t be done because it’s too hard to get the large bulk boxes through the many curves in the interior walkway. Ms. Gunn said she had already talked to the Downtown Corporation.

Mayor Donecker asked if the City would not pick up the boxes at St. Thomas Episcopal Church? Ms. Gunn said she had a dumpster at her church, but it was filled up and the Center couldn’t use it. The Mayor asked why Sanitation picks up boxes on Lindsey Street? City Manager Almond said he didn’t know and if he had known in advance about it, he would have better answers. He stated that the sanitation workers have been trained to watch to see if garbage is from that particular location. The Mayor indicated that the City needed to find some way to help an organization that feeds so many people
Ms. Gunn also complained about a trash can that is located at the building, almost right in front of the Center. Wine and beer bottles are deposited in there, and it emits a really bad odor, she said.  The City Manager asked Ms. Gunn if it is a rollout can? It was determined that it was not one of the City’s downtown cans. She said she wasn’t sure, but she said the odor from it is “unbelievable.”
Ms. Gunn asks about securing Griggs Park.

On a personal note, Ms. Gunn asked whether after the park closes at night, could the gate be closed? She said people are down there with their boom boxes and sleep on picnic tables. The  Mayor asked Ms. Gunn to clarify her request and questioned whether it was the park on Lindsey and Marcellus Drive (Griggs Park)? She replied in the affirmative. 

Ms. Gunn also noted that Lamberth Street down to the end of Lindsey Street, there is enough trash to fill the landfill with a “ton of junk.” Councilman Henderson said there were a lot of houses there where the owners don’t live there, what Ms. Gunn referred to as “slumlord houses.”
City Manager Almond said that in many of these situations, the houses may be unsightly, but they do not pose a health issue. Only if health or safety issues are involved can there be enforcement action, he said.

Mayor Donecker informed Ms. Gunn that some money was put into the budget to address community appearance issues.

Councilman Festerman asked Ms. Gunn to talk to Amy Huber of the Downtown Corporation about the trash can situation. She might get quicker action that way, he added.

CITY MANAGER'S REPORT. 
Grant monies received for Teen Center.

City Manager Almond informed Council that the City had received a grant from the Annie Penn Community Trust to help with the proposed Teen Center. He said the City was very appreciative to the Annie Penn Foundation for this $46,000 grant, which will be coupled with the grant of $112,000, to fund the Center. There should also be enough monies for operation of the Center for a second year, he said.
The City Manager said staff was looking forward to getting this project started. He referred to a report from Parks & Recreation Director Harry Brown on the project, which was in the Council members’ mailboxes today. A grand opening and kickoff celebration should be held sometime in September, he said.
With these grant monies received, City Manager Almond asked for Council’s approval of Budget Amendment No. 3, which appropriates the money for the Teen Center Project. He distributed a copy of the budget ordinance amendment.
Councilwoman Zdanski requested that a letter be drafted to the Annie Penn Trust thanking them for the grant. Council members agreed.
Mayor Pro Tem Gentry made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council 7-0, to approve Budget Ordinance Amendment No. 3.

The budget amendment as approved follows:

BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT NO. 3

Councilman Festerman commended Mayor Pro Tem Gentry, noting the Mayor Pro Tem was very instrumental in developing this youth center.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS.
The Mayor asked City Clerk Angela G. Stadler to announce the results of the board and commission voting.
HUMAN RELATIONS COMMISSION
Stadler announced that Mr. Alex Williams of 904 Walters Street was unanimously re-instated to the Human Relations Commission for an unexpired in-City term. (A COPY OF THE BALLOTS ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)

COUNCIL MEMBERS' REPORTS.
Mayor Pro Tem – The Mayor Pro Tem talked briefly about the proposed teen center, saying that it was basically for middle school-aged children. He talked of the many people who had worked on the project.
The Mayor  Pro Tem also noted that he and Councilwoman Zdanski attended a workshop on recycling. He said some funds may be available so that the City can increase the City’s recycling efforts and help out the Recycling Center.

Mayor Pro Tem Gentry also noted that at the recent meeting of the Reidsville Community Pool Association, it was stated that the pool will need to be resurfaced. Approximately $10,000 will need to be set aside for this, he explained. The Mayor Pro Tem added that it was reported that 300 participants came to the facility one Saturday in June. The YMCA has been trying to advertise the pool more. Visits to local housing developments have been done to let residents know about the pool, and some scholarship funds are available.
Councilman Turner – The Councilman said the ABC Board did not meet since it is in the process of being audited.

The Downtown Corporation did not meet as well so he had no report, he said.    

Councilman Henderson – The Councilman noted that the Chamber of Commerce is growing, picking up three new members last month. He said he attended the board meeting on July 28th. Approximately 75 people attended the coffee at Office City. On August 5, an after-hours event was held at the Carolina House. The City Council was very well represented at both of these events, Councilman Henderson noted. The Chamber is sponsoring the annual golf tournament today at the Plantation, he pointed out.

On September 2, a countywide coffee will be held while on September 3, an after hours event will be held at Avante nursing home.
The Human Relations Commission will not be having a Multicultural Day this year, Councilman Henderson reported. The Commission continues to look for new members.

Councilman Festerman – The Councilman said he had received a complaint from a citizen about the intersection of Harrison and Walker streets, noting there have been several accidents there. He requested that the State be asked about putting a flashing caution light there.
Councilman Rucker – The Councilman thanked Captain Hairston for the National Night Out activities.

He encouraged everyone to go out to the Stone Soul Picnic at Lake Reidsville on August 21st. He noted that last year, some 5,000 people have attended the event.

The Councilman directed some comments to Ms. Clara Gunn, who spoke during the Public Comments portion of the meeting. He encouraged her to “go to the source,” and talk to them, not to City Council. He said he thought that would help Ms. Gunn if she went directly to the people involved.
Councilwoman Zdanski – The Councilwoman stated that the Appearance Commission did not meet in July.

The Historic Preservation Commission received four applications for Certificates of Appropriateness, she said. One applicant seeking roof repair did not show so that issue was delayed until next month. The other three applications were for an Annie Penn Medical Office building, 310 Lindsey Street (United House of Prayer) which was replacing the roof and the Penn House/Carriage House for various repairs there.

The Councilwoman also thanked those who helped put on National Night Out. She said the groups needed to stagger their times so they could get to all of them.

Mayor Donecker – No report.

MOTION TO GO INTO CLOSED SESSION.

Mayor Donecker then made a motion to go into closed session pursuant to G.S. 143-318.11(a)(5). The motion was seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Gentry and unanimously approved by Council in a 7-0 vote.
A brief break was taken at approximately 4:10 p.m. before Council members went into the first-floor conference room for the closed session.

RETURN FROM CLOSED SESSION.
