Mayor Festerman called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. First, he noted that the agenda needed to be amended to include as 3(b). Approval of the Consent Agenda, which had inadvertently been left off. The Mayor also explained that Councilman Henderson was absent because the Councilman’s brother had passed away this morning at the age of 82.

Mayor Festerman asked Aaron Withrow, Pastor of the Evangelical Methodist Church in Reidsville, to provide the invocation.

The Mayor then led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

RECOGNITIONS:

RECOGNITION OF POLICE RECORDS SPECIALIST KATRINA W. JONES, WHO RETIRED JULY 1, 2008 WITH MORE THAN 40 YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE REIDSVILLE POLICE DEPARTMENT.

Mayor Festerman invited retiree Katrina Jones up to the front to be recognized. He asked any members of the Police Department Command Staff to also step forward. The Mayor said he had the good fortune of working with Katrina for almost 40 years. He wished her much success in the future.  He also noted that she had been recognized at a retirement “roast” at the Country Club. Among the honors she received was being named an Honorary Deputy for the Alamance County Sheriff’s Department and an Honorary Police Officer with the Reidsville Police Department.
The Mayor then read the proclamation. (A COPY OF THE PROCLAMATION IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A  PART OF THESE MINUTES.)  He then recognized Police Chief Edd Hunt, who said it had been a privilege to know Katrina. He described her as always a great resource for those in investigative work as well as a resource about the people and the City of Reidsville. The Police Chief said he wished her good health and all the best in the future, adding that he hoped she would agree to stick with the department on a part-time basis. Captain William Hairston and Captain Guilio Dattero added their congratulations as well.
Mayor Festerman then gave Jones a City of Reidsville watch given to those employees with 30 years or more service to the City, noting this was a “token of appreciation” and that he hoped she’d “never forget us.” Jones thanked the City of Reidsville, the City Council and the Police Department for allowing her to work over 40 years with them, an opportunity she said she probably wouldn’t have gotten anywhere else. She said the majority of that time had been an “up” time for her. She received a standing ovation as she shook hands with each of the Council members.

Before concluding with the proclamations, Mayor Festerman returned to the agenda to consider the Consent Agenda.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Reidsville has determined that it may be in the best interest of the City to extend its sewer system and that in order to provide such extensions it would be necessary to assess part of the cost there upon the real property benefited thereby;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina, that:

The assessments herein provided for shall be payable in cash, or if any property owner shall so elect, he shall have the option of paying an assessment in five (5) equal annual installments, said installments to bear interest at the rate of 8% per annum.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Reidsville has determined that it may be in the best interest of the City to extend its water system and that in order to provide such extensions it would be necessary to assess part of the cost there upon the real property benefited thereby;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina:

1. That it is intended to extend the water system by installing approximately 450 feet of water main and appurtenances beginning at an existing water main located at the intersection of Sheraton Road and Robinhood Road, henceforth westward along Sheraton Road to the approximate western edge of Parcel #7993-15-52-1663, pursuant to an Ordinance Amending Chapter 10 of the Reidsville City Code to Adopt a Water and Sewer Extension Policy, Section 10-101. 3. The assessments herein provided for shall be payable in cash, or if any 

property owner shall so elect, he shall have the option of paying an 

assessment in five (5) equal annual installments, said installments to bear

interest at the rate of 8% per annum.

4. A public hearing on all matters covered by this resolution will be held on Wednesday, October 15, 2008, beginning at 6:30 P.M., in the City Hall Council Chambers, 230 West Morehead Street, Reidsville.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
CONSIDERATION OF TEXT AMENDMENT (T2008-4) ALLOWING A COLUMBARIUM AS AN ACCESSORY USE IN THE SIDE AND FRONT YARDS OF CHURCHES. 
In presenting the staff report, Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff stated that representatives of Woodmont Methodist Church had requested a text amendment which would allow columbaria to be permitted as accessory uses to churches in the front and side yard areas. Currently detached accessory structures are only allowed in rear yards with the exception of screened satellite dishes and the recently approved ornamental structures in residential historic districts where approved by the City’s Historic Preservation Commission, she explained.
Setliff said staff believes a columbarium should also be an exception in the front and side yard areas as long as they meet the front and side yard setback requirements for the districts in which they are located.

Mayor Festerman opened the public hearing at 4:42 p.m. by asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in favor of the text amendment? No one came forward. He asked if there was anyone who wished to speak in opposition? Again, no one came forward. The public hearing was closed at 4:43 p.m.

Councilman Turner then made the motion, seconded by Councilwoman Zdanski and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to allow columbaria as an accessory use in the side and front yards of churches.

The Text Amendment as approved follows:

Amendment T2008-4

AMENDING THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE ZONING ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

ARTICLE V, DISTRICT REGULATIONS

 SECTION 4, TABLE OF PERMITTED USES, NOTE 1

OF THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE ZONING ORDINANCE

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Reidsville; North Carolina, that the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Reidsville be amended as follows:

Part I.
 That Article V, Section 4, Table of Permitted Uses, Note 1 of the Notes to the Table of Permitted Uses be deleted in its entirety and rewritten as follows:

NOTE 1.
ACCESSORY USES

No accessory building shall be erected in any required front or side yard in residential or office & institutional districts with the following exceptions:

Ornamental structures not used for storage in a historic district with a Certificate of Appropriateness from the Reidsville Historic Preservation Commission. Structure shall meet the front and side yard setbacks of the principal building in the district in which it is located.

Columbaria where accessory to an existing church shall be allowed in the front and side yards provided they meet the front and side yard setback requirements in the  district in which it is located.  Where the columbarium is located in the rear yard of the principal building it shall meet the setback for accessory buildings.  

All other accessory buildings shall be located fifteen (15) feet from the rear of the principal structure and no closer than five (5) feet from lot lines.
Satellite dishes are permitted as accessory uses under the following conditions:  they may not be placed in any required front or side yard setback.  Where they are located in a front or side yard (behind the required setback), such dishes must be screened.

Part II.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the City Council of the City of Reidsville, North Carolina

CONSIDERATION OF TEXT AMENDMENT (T2008-5) REPEALING THE REAR YARD SETBACK REQUIREMENT IN CENTRAL BUSINESS. 
Assistant Community Development Director Donna Setliff informed Council members that during a discussion with the developer of the old Bank of Reidsville building regarding the addition of an elevator/stairwell at the rear of the property, staff realized there is a 10-foot rear yard setback for properties in the Central Business District. She said staff was puzzled as to why this was put in the Zoning Ordinance since very few buildings in the district meet this requirement.
Staff saw no reason to keep the setback requirement and, therefore, was offering this text amendment today. Setliff said.

Mayor Festerman opened the public hearing at 4:47 p.m. by asking if there was anyone who wished to speak in favor or in opposition to the text amendment? No one came forward. The public hearing was closed at 4:48 p.m.

Councilman Turner then made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to approve the text amendment.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

Part I.
 That Article V, Section 4, Table of Area, Yard, and Height Requirement be amended to delete the 10’ rear yard setback requirement in Central Business.

CONSIDERATION OF AMENDMENTS TO THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES WHEREBY NEW APPOINTEES TO THE CITY’S BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS WOULD ALWAYS SERVE FULL TERMS RATHER THAN FILLING UNEXPIRED TERMS OF OFFICE.
City Manager Almond noted that at the Council’s last meeting, he had pointed out to them the difficulty staff was having with keeping up with the terms on the City’s various boards and commissions. When looking to fill unexpired terms, the open positions can be for one month or several years, he said. Upon the direction of Council, the City Attorney had changed the language in five ordinances related to boards and commissions so that when a vacancy is filled, a new full term begins. 
City Manager Almond also added that the five ordinance amendments could be handled in one motion or action.

Councilwoman Zdanski made the motion, seconded by Councilman Turner, to approve the amendments so that new appointees serve full terms rather than unexpired terms on the Planning Board, the Appearance Commission, the Human Relations Commission, the Historic Preservation Commission and the Parks & Recreation Advisory Commission. The motion was passed unanimously in a 6-0 vote.

CONSIDERATION OF VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION REQUESTS BY PROPERTY OWNERS IN THE ROCKY FORD ROAD AREA, INCLUDING RESOLUTIONS DIRECTING THE CLERK TO INVESTIGATE, ACCEPTING THE CLERK’S CERTIFICATES OF SUFFICIENCY AND RESOLUTIONS FIXING THE DATE OF PUBLIC HEARINGS ON OCTOBER 15, 2008.
City Manager Almond reported that these were the first steps in the voluntary annexation process for homes in the Rocky Ford Road area, which wanted to tap onto the City’s water line. In order to tap on, these residents must petition the City for annexation, he explained. The requests are from 14 property owners representing 20 parcels, which have chosen to tap onto the line, he said.
If Council approves the Resolutions today, public hearings on the requests will be held on October 15, he said. The City Manager stated that all of these Resolutions could be approved in one action or motion.

Councilman Turner then made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to approve the Resolution Directing the Clerk to Investigate, accepting the Clerk’s Certificates of Sufficiency and the Resolution Fixing the Date of the Public Hearing on October 15, 2008.

CONSIDERATION OF CAPITAL PROJECT ORDINANCE FOR IMPROVEMENTS TO NORTH SCALES STREET. 
City Manager Almond stated that they have been talking for some time about the necessity of making improvements to North Scales Street from Wentworth Street to Freeway Drive. He reminded Council members that the Appearance Task Force had first identified this project about three years ago as it discussed the appearance of Reidsville. One of the goals they identified and addressed were the corridors into Reidsville needed improvements. The Task Force has suggested, and Council approved, that North Scales Street be the pilot project, he said. City staff has been working with property owners and NC Department of Transportation officials to get these improvements under way. The plans have been approved by Staff and by NCDOT, and the City is in the process of acquiring the rights of way, he explained. Council, he reminded them, had appropriated some money to purchase rights of way about a year ago. As part of the process, a public meeting was held at a church on North Scales Street about a year ago, and very few people came. Staff had received a couple of questions, including whether the City would assess for this, and the answer is no, City Manager Almond said. He said it appeared, to his knowledge, that the project had the support of property owners, etc. 
Among the three major improvements planned are the following:

1. Replacing the curb and gutter from Wentworth Street to Freeway Drive, including putting drainage in, etc. They will be moving some trees and replacing some retaining walls. He noted that this will necessitate taking parking off on both sides of the street.

2. Sidewalk construction on the east side of Scales from Wentworth Street almost down to Freeway Drive. He noted that in October of 2010, NCDOT will be making improvements to Freeway, including widening of the roadway, which is why the City will not extend the sidewalk all the way down.

3. Removing the traffic signals at the corner of Scales and Wentworth streets and putting a traffic circle there. The City Manager noted that this will be a very nice feature that will draw attention to the entranceway. Removing signals is a very  “green” option right now, he said, and a very trendy thing to do so that cars don’t have to be idling at lights, etc. Again, he noted that the City has acquired some of the rights of way. 

City Manager Almond said the project is “almost ready to go,” but staff is coordinating with Duke Power on the project. He said the City had learned a lesson from its Vance Street experience about the need for such coordination and not to get too far ahead of Duke Energy.

Today, the City Manager said he was asking for Council’s approval of an amendment to an existing Capital Project Ordinance. He added that staff already knows that more money will have to be put into it, but can currently only estimate the expenses. He also stated that the City is not planning to use City forces on this project, but that it will be bid out. Until this occurs, the City will not know what the costs will be, he explained.
City Manager Almond said he would like for Council to go ahead and approve the amendment. In about 8-10 months, they would know what the final cost estimate will be for the rest of the project, he said.

Secondly, he is also requesting the Council approve the agreement with NCDOT. Through the extremely diligent efforts of Representative Nelson Cole, the City was able to get about $605,000 from NCDOT for the project, City Manager Almond said, from the $500,000 from NCDOT’s general fund and $105,000 from the State Transportation Enhancement Program. He stressed that the City owes a debt of gratitude to Representative Cole, and he encouraged them to take the opportunity to thank him personally for his efforts.

City Manager Almond reiterated that today he was requesting Council approve (1) an amendment to the North Scales Street Capital Project Ordinance; and (2) approval of the North Carolina Department of Transportation Agreement. He noted that the appropriation for this project would come out of two fiscal years and would need to come from the Undesignated Fund Balance. Mayor Festerman questioned regarding the two-year time limit on the NCDOT agreement, when does “the clock start running?” The City Manager said probably when the agreement was sent back to NCDOT. He said that should be plenty of time for the project. He noted the City had gone past the deadline on the Vance Street project, and NCDOT had worked with them on that.
Councilwoman Zdanski made the motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Gorham and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to approve the agreement with NCDOT to go forth with the project and to approve the amendment to the Capital Project Ordinance.

The amendment to the Capital Project Ordinance as approved follows:

BUDGET ORDINANCE AMENDMENT NO. 4
     WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville adopted a budget ordinance on June 10, 2008 which established revenues and authorized expenditures for fiscal year 2008-2009; and

     WHEREAS, since the time of the adoption of said ordinance, it has become necessary to make certain changes in the City's budget to appropriate additional funds to the North Scales Street Improvements Capital Project fund and to adjust that project accordingly;

     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Reidsville that the budget ordinance as adopted on June 10, 2008 is hereby amended as follows;

Section 1.   That revenue account number 10-3991-0000, Appropriated Fund Balance, be increased by $400,000.00; that revenue account number 51-3988-0000, Transfer from the General Fund, be increased by $400,000.00; that revenue account number 51-3500-0000, NC DOT Grant, be increased by $500,000.00.
Section 2. That expense account number 10-4930-9807, Transfer to the North Scales Street Improvements Capital Project Fund, be increased by $400,000.00; that expense account number 51-4510-5750, Utility Relocation, be increased by $250,000.00; that expense account number 51-4510-5940, Construction, be increased by $650,000.00.

CONSIDERATION OF BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS:
City Manager Almond distributed the ballots for the Board and Commission appointments.
PUBLIC COMMENTS.
Mayor Festerman asked if there was anyone who wished to speak during the Public Comments portion of the meeting? No one came forward.
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT. 
Chamber Coffee.

City Manager Almond reminded Council members that the City of Reidsville will be hosting the Chamber Coffee on September 11th at the Penn House beginning at 8 a.m. He encouraged them to attend.
Political Signs.

City Manager Almond said he had asked Community Development Director Pearce to stay because staff needed direction from City Council regarding political signs. He noted it is the season, and staff has already been getting calls about where the signs can go, etc. He said he knew Council members have also been receiving calls. The City Manager said he felt they needed to talk about what the regulations are, etc.
Pearce agreed that it is the time of year again. Technically, the City’s ordinance regarding such signs is rather straightforward – the signs are allowed anywhere except in public rights of way. He said that does raise the question of “what is public right of way”? He said that is always a matter of debate. Pearce said that staff uses commonsense, but he noted that there are some situations where signs are close to the road and could be a dangerous situation. He said that the City’s policy has been and inspectors have been told, if the signs are clearly in the public right of way, they should pick them up and take them back to City Hall, where they are then thrown away. Pearce stated that every candidate has been given instructions regarding the City’s policy on political signs, and people should know what they can or cannot put out and where they can or cannot put them.
One of the areas where there is confusion is the little strip of grass or green space between the curb and sidewalk. Technically, the right of way exists beyond the sidewalk at least 99.9% of the time. Therefore, anything within that green strip is within the public right of way, and City staff should remove those signs. However, as a practical application of the law, if you think about the reasons the City doesn’t allow things in the public rights of way, it is so that if there is the need for people to pull off the side of the road, etc. Where it is clearly in front of someone’s house, the person is supporting the candidate, he said. Someone has not just gone up and down the street putting those signs out. The City is not maintaining that green strip, he noted, so staff feels inclined to give the property owner some leeway to put political signs out in those green strips.  

Pearce said they just wanted some direction from City Council about such situations. He noted that this seems like a little issue right now, but when the political races start heating up, those types of things can cause people a lot of problems. 
Pearce said technically, those green areas are in the rights of way but practically, they don’t make a lot of sense. Staff could prepare an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to exempt these areas if Council wants them to, he said, but he said he doesn’t know if this is necessary.  He mentioned that Council could give them direction to just not pick those up in those green strips. Mayor Festerman noted that such green strips are limited mainly to South Scales and Main streets. Other streets were mentioned as well.

Councilman Turner said he would recommend leaving it as it is because they will run into some businesses who have signs in that green space. Unless somebody complains about it, the less said, the better, he said. Mayor Pro Tem Gorham noted that there are funeral home signs and real estate signs in those spaces. Pearce stated that they have been allowed unless a complaint is received about them. Pearce said he would prefer they be allowed to be there since they will not be there for too long a time unless they receive complaints.
Mayor Festerman said he understood staff’s dilemma and how they also want to be fair. Pearce said they could play strictly by the rules and give people a warning if Council wanted them to. The Mayor said, if they chose to go that way, he suggested they do that.
Councilman Turner said that was asking a lot of Pearce’s department to be monitoring this. Pearce said they also get complaints that they’re targeting candidates and political parties as well. He said they don’t have time to target people. He said they were looking mostly at situations, like those along Freeway Drive, where it may be dangerous to have these signs in the rights of way.
Mayor Festerman recommended that it be left to the staff’s discretion. If it becomes a bigger problem, staff can come back to Council, he said. This appeared to be the consensus of Council.
Partnership Appointment.

City Manager Almond noted that the Rockingham County Partnership for Economic & Tourism Development has requested that the City of Reidsville make its annual appointment to the Board of Directors. He asked if Council would consider re-appointing   Mayor Festerman to the Partnership board.
Councilman Turner made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to appoint Mayor Festerman to a full term on the Partnership Board of Directors.
Greensboro Water Sales.

The City Manager stated that the City, unfortunately, is not selling a lot of water to Greensboro currently, only the million gallons a day required in the contract. He then briefly discussed a bill passed in the General Assembly this past short session regarding drought response. It requires a public water supply to prepare drought measures. Council will need to adopt voluntary and mandatory conservation measures. It includes a number of steps, which will be prepared and presented to Council soon. Monies had been included in the budget for this planning, he noted. 
Pelham Transportation Building.

City Manager Almond updated Council members on the status of the Pelham Transportation building. He said Pelham is in the building now, and the City’s Christmas tree has been removed as of today. The framing needs to be finished at the back above the loading dock. There is now the situation where you step out the back door, and there’s a four-foot drop, which they hadn’t anticipated and hadn’t budgeted for, he said. He discussed the possibility of either a small stoop with steps going out or a larger porch area, but again, he said he had no plan and no money to do the project. A larger porch might be on a better “scale” for the building, he added.
Mayor Pro Tem Gorham noted that there had been some leakage and plumbing problems. The City Manager indicated he thought those had been taken care of. The front door and the way it opens were also discussed. Community Development Director Pearce said they had looked at that, but it was working the way it had to by Code standards. Pearce said he would look into it.

Mayor Pro Tem Gorham, noting the City had spent a lot of money on the street, said the corner does look pretty good. He suggested that behind the Pelham building, there be something that looks to scale with the rest of the building.

It was the consensus of Council that the City Manager would look into something that would fit the scale of the building and report back to them.

Cambridge Neighborhood Speeding.
In response to complaints made at last month’s Council meeting from the Cambridge neighborhood about speeding, Capt. Hairston and the Police Department conducted a “No Need 2 Speed” project there from August 15th to September 1st.  Two hundred vehicles were clocked, and 26 citations were issued, including nine on Ballymena Drive, two on Derbyshire Trail, one on Windemere, one on Pickrell, 12 on Withersea Lane and one on Greenwich Road.   

The City Manager said the Police Department will keep patrolling the area. He noted that 43 patrol hours were logged on the project.

COUNCIL MEMBERS’ REPORTS.
Councilwoman Zdanski – The Councilwoman noted that the Historic Preservation Commission meeting will be held next week. She was unable to attend the Appearance Commission meeting.

Councilman Rucker – The Councilman reminded those in attendance of the Stone Soul Picnic out at Lake Reidsville on September 20th. Over 5,000 people attended the last one, he noted.
Mayor Festerman – The Mayor noted that yesterday he presented a “Key to the City” to a longtime servant of the City, George Rucker Sr., at his residence. Mr. Rucker was recognized for his accomplishments, and there was a large attendance, the Mayor said, adding that Mr. Rucker was most appreciative of the honor. He asked that the record reflect that Mr. Rucker received the honor on Monday.
The Mayor also thanked the Council for allowing him to continue to serve on the economic development board. He said he wished he had more exciting things to say, but this is a very difficult time in economic development as all of the Council members are aware. The City has a beautiful park “all dressed up and ready to present,” but there is not a lot of people looking to locate plants right now. He assured them that the Partnership has a great staff out there and when things turn around, he hoped things would pick up.
The Mayor also stated that he visited Courtland Park yesterday, looking at the situation out there. He said he understood that neighbors were concerned, but after he took a look at it, he didn’t think it was as bad as he had thought it was. After taking a really close look at it, it (the wetlands project) appeared to be working very well. He encouraged everyone else to go and take a look at it. He said it looked like the water was 6-8 inches deep. After reading the bulletin board out there, he said he felt very comfortable with the decision they had made.
Mayor Pro Tem Gorham – The Mayor Pro Tem noted that the Planning Board has two new members, Sam Phillips and Jeannie Branch, who attended their first meeting last month. 
He asked City Manager Almond to pass on to the Police Chief his department’s proactive stance at Cambridge about the speeding.

Councilman Gentry – No report.

Councilman Turner – The Councilman noted that plans are under way for the Downtown Fall Festival set for October 11th. More vendors are coming than ever before, he noted. 

Councilman Turner also wished the City Manager a “Happy Birthday” today.
Mayor Festerman asked if the Stew Cookoff would be held on October 11th? Diana Moran explained that the cookoff has been suspended for a variety of reasons, including that the organizer has not been in the best of health, the work on Market Square, etc. It may be done next year, especially after Market Square comes together. The Mayor said he had heard it would be the same day as the festival. Moran said that had been discussed. Councilman Turner pointed out that there is limited space as well for the cookoff.
Moran also noted that this Friday is the last cruise in of the season.

Councilwoman Zdanski briefly mentioned the “Art in the Park” event held at Lake Reidsville. She thanked the vendors and those who visited the event. While attendance may not have been as great as hoped for, everyone who did go enjoyed the event, she said.
ANNOUNCEMENT OF BOARD AND COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS.
City Clerk Angela G. Stadler then announced that Alexander Williams had been re-instated to the Human Relations Commission by a unanimous vote of Council. (A COPY OF THE BALLOTS ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
Presentation of All-America City DVD.

At approximately 5:25 p.m., Mayor Festerman invited those in attendance to retire to the adjacent first-floor conference room where the Council would view the new “All-America City” DVD. 

The Mayor noted that the meeting would resume at 6:30 p.m. for the hearing on the proposed Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Zoning (ETJ).

CONSIDERATION OF PROPOSED EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION EXPANSION BY THE CITY OF REIDSVILLE. (HEARING TO BEGIN AT 6:30 P.M.)
Mayor Festerman reconvened the meeting at 6:30 p.m. He noted the absence of Councilman Henderson due to the death of his brother.
The Mayor informed those wishing to speak that there is a three-minute time limit per speaker. City Attorney Bill McLeod Jr. as timekeeper will let you know when 2 minutes and 45 seconds are up to make you aware you have 15 seconds to wrap up your comments, he told speakers. In the interest of time, Council members would not be responding to speakers, he added. He said the Council would be here “as long as it takes” to give everyone the opportunity to be heard.
Community Development Director Michael Pearce provided Council members with the staff report based on his August 27, 2008 Memo to City Manager Almond. (A COPY OF THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR’S MEMO AND THE PROPOSED ETJ MAP ARE HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.) He noted that this hearing was a “long time in the making.” For 10 years or more, he and the City Manager have had various conversations with people in the County about expanding the City’s ETJ south of the City, Pearce said. They had worked on boundaries that both sides might agree upon and that had brought them to this point. City Council members had made a request of the County Commissioners at the Council’s March 2008 meeting to expand the City’s ETJ area. County Commissioners had requested that the City have this preliminary public hearing. He noted that this is not a hearing required by law but is a courtesy not only to the County Commissioners but also to get input from property owners in this area.
Pearce explained that Extraterritorial Jurisdiction areas or ETJs are areas just outside the City limits that State law allows the County to allow cities to have various regulatory enforcement powers over various parts of land use ordinances such as planning and zoning and building codes, subdivision regulations, etc. He said that the ETJ concept is not new to the City, the County or the State and dates back to 1959 when the State gave cities the ability to apply for ETJ authority. The City has had ETJ areas that it has enforced since 1965. He pointed out that all of the municipalities in Rockingham County have ETJ areas, including Wentworth which claims it recognizes the authority of an ETJ area although the town does not actually have a physical ETJ area. Pearce also added that of 68 towns in North Carolina with populations over 10,000, 85% of them have ETJ areas. 

The ETJ authority the City is requesting is to extend three basic areas, according to Pearce. He said those areas are: (1) south of the proposed equestrian center; (2) south of our industrial park along South Scales Street US Business 29 south of the City; and (3) an area toward Lake Reidsville and east of McCoy Road. The City’s authority in these areas would be the same as in the current ETJ areas: to enforce building codes, zoning and subdivision regulations, water supply watershed protection, flood damage prevention, abandoned and junked vehicles abatement and minimum housing code. The minimum housing code enforcement would be a little different than it is in the City, he stressed. Inside the City, the minimum housing code requires rental houses to be inspected every three years. That would not apply in the ETJ area but the City would have authority to take a look at and to enforce the housing code in regards to uninhabitable houses and condemnable properties to clean up rural problem situations in neighborhoods, Pearce explained. He said the City currently does have that authority in its other ETJ areas.
Pearce said the biggest change for property owners would be that they would have to go to Reidsville City Hall if they wanted to rezone or subdivide their property or getting building permits instead of the County in Wentworth. ETJ property owners do not pay City taxes, he noted, but they do have the opportunity to provide input into the City’s land use regulations by having two seats on the City’s Planning Board/Board of Adjustment.

The County’s Planning Director has recommended approval of this ETJ extension. The County Commissioners are set to hear this request at their October 20th meeting, Pearce said. If the Commissioners approve the request, there would be a public hearing by the City on November 4th to adopt the ordinance. At that time, a date would be set to when the ETJ would take effect and sometime in the spring, the City would hold hearings on the rezoning of these areas. Currently these areas are all zoned with the County designations, but the City would change them to City designations with similar zoning districts. Hearings on these rezoning classifications will be conducted by the Planning Board and the City Council.
Mayor Festerman asked about the makeup of the Planning Board. Pearce noted that there are eight in-City Planning Board members and two seats are designated for ETJ residents.

The Mayor also asked Pearce to expand on how the areas were changed. Pearce described it somewhat of a “negotiated process” that has been going on for a long time. The City had asked years ago for a larger area. The City’s interests now are the proposed equestrian center, which is considered to be in a high growth area in the future. Even if the equestrian center doesn’t happen, staff believes this will be a high growth area because it is good developable property close to the best interchange on Bypass 29. The City wants to make sure that any growth there is compatible with the type of growth adjacent to that within the City limit line, Pearce continued. The land along Business 29 is such an important entryway into the City, it needs to be protected and cleaned up. There are some problem properties that need attention. The City would like to have some involvement in the long term planning of that entryway corridor, he noted. 
Southward is Lake Reidsville, which Pearce described as the City’s “most precious resource.” The City wants to make sure that any development in that area is compatible so that the City can protect Lake Reidsville, he said.

Pearce said that obviously, the City had to “start and stop” somewhere. A city can only go out as far as two miles from its city limits, he explained. Regarding the property around Lake Reidsville, he said some areas weren’t practical to be included. Lake Reidsville, he noted, is a natural topographic feature. At this time, the City side is what is being considered, but that over the course of the next 50-100 years, the area around it will be developed. He said now is the time to protect it as well as the land and streams that surround it. The City’s concern and desire for input and planning are in the best interest of the Lake as well as the residents that are affected, Pearce noted.  

Mayor Festerman asked Pearce why the City could do a better job than currently is being done? Pearce said he couldn’t say the City would do a “better” job than is being done, but City inspectors are closer to the properties, the City has more inspectors per capita and can probably give a faster response time than the County, which has a larger area to cover. The City needs to be involved in the input process as properties are being developed, he stressed.

Councilman Turner noted that the City had initially asked for all properties around the lake, but the County only allowed a certain distance on the east side. Pearce said he was not sure that the west side had been requested, but that the City had requested for the area up to US 158. For whatever reason, the County didn’t want to give the City that much area, the Community Development Director stated. Pearce said that he was hopeful that in the future the County would give more planning and zoning authority over those areas as well.

City Manager Almond described the land as between the City and Lake Reidsville, up to Lake Hunt, Vance Street Extension and back. He noted that the map went through several revisions. He said that the County has not told the City they will approve this map.

Pearce pointed out that Eden and Madison asked for ETJ areas three times the size of Reidsville’s request.

Councilman Turner said getting this ETJ authority doesn’t mean the City is going to annex? Pearce replied that since 1990, the City has received requests for 58 voluntary annexations, including 20 properties that are being considered today. He said most of these are on the outskirts of Reidsville, including Wal-Mart and Lowes Home Improvement. He noted that these annexations are because property owners are asking for public services.
Mayor Pro Tem Gorham asked Pearce what are the benefits of this process? Pearce stated that the benefit to the City is to have planning authority over these areas. It is in the best interest of the City when we look to the future planning and development of these undeveloped areas on the outskirts of our City, he said.

Pearce also noted that the basic reasons that a General Assembly study commission noted in 1958 for ETJ areas is also true 50 years later:
· Health and safety problems arising outside the city do not always respect city limits as they spread;

· Subdividers of land outside the city commonly wish to tie to city water and sewerage systems;

· New industrial and commercial development may, for a variety of reasons, take place just outside the corporate limits;

· Visitors to the city receive their first impression from these outlying areas;

· When annexations do occur, they bring with them any problems growing out of chaotic and disorganized developments.

Pearce also pointed out that this is a more seamless proposition for the developer, who usually wants to be in the City’s ETJ area. That way they only have to deal with one governmental unit. Without the City’s ETJ authority over Wal-Mart and Lowes Home Improvement, those projects may not have happened at all, he noted.
The Mayor then invited those who had signed up to speak to come forward as the City Clerk read their names.

· Connie Grogan, 906 Eastwood Road, Reidsville – Ms. Grogan began by thanking Council members for returning her phone calls and listening to her concerns. She said when she received the letter of August 20th she had some concerns about how the map was drawn. She said she started making inquiries, not saying that she was against it, but she was trying to get more information. As she questioned how the map was drawn, she was told so many different things about who had input, etc. She asked who came up with the map and was told “we all did.” She questioned who “we” was, and Council members she talked with indicated they had no input in the drawing of the map. She said she was told it was staff that drew up the map. She talked with Michael Pearce, who said he had received a lot of input on the map from the City and the County. She said the more she asked, the more she became confused. She asked if the City wants to protect the lake, why not go all around the lake? She indicated she had received several conflicting answers of whether the City had requested it or not. She was also told the City would take care of one side of the lake and the County the other side, which she said didn’t make sense to her why you wouldn’t look after both sides of the lake, not just the McCoy Road side. The main thing that upset her, she said, was she had been told it was a “done deal” and there was nothing she could do about it. She said we live in a democracy, and we should all have a chance to speak. That is why she came tonight to express her thoughts and feelings about the issue.
· Corrine Ore, 250 Styer Dairy Road, Reidsville – Ms. Ore said she had several concerns regarding the proposed lines of the ETJ. If the true reason of the ETJ is to protect the watershed, why stop on one side of the lake, especially since the City is allowed to go two miles from the City limits, she asked. Two miles from the City limits on McCoy Road would extend across the lake and enable the City to include existing and steadily growing development, such as Duck Woods. Duck Woods is not any more of a remote area than Styer Dairy Farm is, which is where Mrs. Ore said she and her father live. Styer Dairy Farm has done more to protect the watershed for the last 50 years than most other people who live near Lake Reidsville, she asserted. She said she realized that lines have to be drawn somewhere, but she said what was most unsettling was that the line to the right of McCoy Road stops before the property line of County Commissioner Bert Jones. Mr. Almond stated in the newspaper today that the City was concerned about the land use patterns down there, which she took to mean future subdivision of our property, Mrs. Ore said, since most of the property in the ETJ is their land. She said they have no intentions of developing this land now or in the future. It seems if the watershed is the concern, then the City should focus on the here and now also, which are existing properties which are already subdivided and growing each day and affecting the watershed. The City also said this is not the first step toward annexation, she said. If this is true, the areas to the right side of McCoy Road and across Lake Reidsville would also be included. The City has already annexed the 700-foot elevation surrounding the lake for the purpose of protecting the watershed, she continued. There are certain laws that protect the watershed yet not all residents around the lake are held accountable to abide by these laws, she said, and yet these areas are not included in the ETJ.  Unfortunately, where the lines are drawn, specifically on the McCoy Road side of the map, it seems more political favor than the well being of the Lake Reidsville watershed, Ms. Ore said. 

· Ray Styer, 240 Styer Dairy Road, Reidsville – Mr. Styer noted that his property goes from the upper part of McCoy Road to the City Lake on the lower part. He said he was kind of upset with the whole project. If the City wants to protect the watershed, if they’ll go to the McCoy bridge after the heavy rains like we’ve finally had and look upstream to 158, it looks like a big mud puddle, he said.  That water goes under the bridge, past their property and down toward recreational areas and the pumping station. He said it is not coming from their area.  He said their whole area is included in this, but if you go to the other side of the bridge, virtually none of it is. If you want to protect the watershed, you’re going to have to go halfway to Stokesdale, he told Council members. That is where the watershed is. He said it appeared  that a few of the conscientious landowners were signaled out in that area while others are getting a free ride. The State, County, and federal government have a lot of regulations regarding the watershed. If the City could work with them, he thinks they could protect the watershed a whole lot better than the way the City is going after it with this. He said it is unfair to single out just a few people and let the rest go.
· Richard Wikle, 911 Oakcrest Drive, Reidsville -  Mr. Wikle first noted that his property on the map fronts on Freeway Drive and Rabbit Trail cuts through part the property. He said they had a small development on the back side of that property called “Briar Patch.” Originally when they did that, they were caught up in “no no” land, he said. They first came to the City because the City controlled most of that property. He talked with Mike (Pearce) and after getting the lots drawn up, laid out and surveyed, they went to the County to get the septic tank permits. His question now is if the City is going to handle everything, will the City handle the septic tanks? Pearce replied that is the Health Department or the County. So, we’re still going two places, Mr. Wikle said. Talking about the watershed, Mr. Wikle asked does not the State ultimately control the watershed and the river basins? He said they pay thousands of dollars for these drawings and designers to draw these things up yet the City approves them but ultimately they go to the State for approval. He asked if the State is higher than the City or is the City higher than the County. Pearce said the State. Mr. Wikle says he agrees they need to go to one place. He talked of the various costs associated with surveying, etc. Mr. Wikle noted that Councilman Turner had said that annexation was not even up for consideration. He said he promises that, if annexed, the day after he would be up here at City Hall for a permit to tap a sewer line that cuts through his property.
· Ernest Lynn, 3730 NC 87, Reidsville – Mr. Lynn asked if there is a document explaining the differences between ETJ regulations and their current regulations? He said he’d like to see those just to know what it will mean to him. He said he had the other questions addressed, such as why does the City feel like they are better prepared to handle this zoning better than the County. He said he doesn’t dispute the answers, but he wondered. He said he thought the City had ETJ zoning down in his area since 1999, and he hasn’t noticed any appearance changes on NC 87. He said he was the first to agree that the City of Reidsville needs to look nice, he’s all for that,  but he’d like to know at what expense of the property owners.
· Pender Grogan, 906 Eastwood Road, Reidsville – Mr. Grogan asked when was the last time the City asked for the land west of McCoy Road? He asked if it was this time or years ago. He said if the City is concerned about control and continuity, you can go out the north end of town, leave the City limits, get into the ETJ, go out of the ETJ and get into the City limits again. Irvin Loop Road off of Reid School Road has houses in the City but they’ve built 40 new houses across the road, which are in the County, not in the City or the ETJ. Country Lane, which has steadily developed with 11 new homes built out there in the past three years, is inside the County, not the City or the ETJ. They are in the watershed, he noted. He said that, as Michael Pearce had pointed out, on March 24, Kelly (Almond)  sent a letter to Bert Jones asking for this request. That letter says the Mayor and City Council unanimously approved this request and says the City has prepared a list of affected property owners. He said, as of that time, the Council knew who was going to be affected. There was a map sent along with that resolution, which he thought the Council passed on March 11 – the same map he was holding in his hand -- that these people received on the 20th of August. He said he didn’t think some of them (Council members) had or if they did, they lied to him. This was in the hands of the County on this date, Mr. Grogan said. It says you all approved this, he stated. Mr. Grogan said he had to give it to Kelly (Almond), that he’s good at his job. This room would probably have been full except for the article in the newspaper this morning because it was a “done deal,” Mr. Grogan asserted. He said he didn’t know what they were here for today. They just need to gather their strength and head to Wentworth on October 20, Mr. Grogan added.
· Lindsey Robertson, 1772 US 29 Business, Reidsville – Mr. Robertson said he had both of his questions addressed; however, he questioned why the City went so far out on South Scales Street. He said they had said two miles, but he didn’t think it was two miles from the City limits of Reidsville to Highway 29. He said he thought it was about 200 feet. Mr. Robertson said he didn’t see why the City wants to take in that much property at one time on the south side when there is property scattered around on the north side that is almost in the City limits which is not even in the ETJ. That’s the part that concerns him, he said. He said most of this thing, by taking parcels out that really should go in and adding some that don’t need to be in, that’s where he thinks the City is making a mistake. He said he understands they need zoning control, but he thinks it’s going too far and the lines need to be a little bit clearer. 
· Clint McCann, 206 Basham Drive, Reidsville – Mr. McCann said he wanted to share some of the same concerns, especially with regards to the watershed. He was concerned about whether some land had not been included and whether it could truly protect the watershed. He said he gets his water out of a well, and it’s very good water. He said he would have some concerns for the citizens of Reidsville if that much of the watershed is left unprotected. He agreed that it would be nice to see what is the difference in zoning regulations and asked if it could be put on the Reidsville website or something in the newspaper. That would be helpful, he said.
· Patricia Settle, 1398 Highway 29 South, Reidsville – Ms. Settle said most of her questions had been answered. She did question what the needs of the citizens of Reidsville are and she didn’t clearly understand what are the benefits of ETJ. She  said she needed more information, including what ETJ is. Regarding not being subject to City taxes, she asked what period of time did this cover. These are the questions she would like answered, Ms. Settle said.
· N.G. Washburn Jr., 250 Rabbit Trail, Reidsville – Withdrew his request to speak.

As Mr. Austin came forward, the Mayor reminded those in the audience if they wish to speak, to sign the sheet located at the back of the room.

· Mr. Mike Austin, 177 Cook Florist Road, Reidsville – Mr. Austin said only six houses on Cook Florist Road would be taken in. He said it had been mentioned 29, but he wasn’t sure what that included. Johnston Nursery has 15-some acres, which is the only thing he thought the City might want, he said. He questioned whether it would be incorporated into Reidsville. He indicated the church and his house were across from the nursery.
· Mr. Vernon Motley, 313 Speedway Drive, Reidsville – Mr. Motley said his concern was that he had just moved to the area, and he was wondering how long it would be before the City extends their lines out that far. Also, would the City enforce the codes that they already have under ETJ now? He said those were his concerns.
Mayor Festerman thanked everyone for coming out today and talking in an orderly fashion. He said all of their comments would be taken under advisement.

It was also noted that Community Development Director Michael Pearce would be available for questions. He could also be contacted via phone or email.

At approximately 7:12 p.m., Councilman Gentry made the motion, seconded by Councilman Rucker and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, to adjourn.
