PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT WITH ALCAN PACKAGING.

City Manager Almond presented the performance agreement Alcan Packaging. He said he had reviewed the agreement and it was in sync with the package that had previously been negotiated by the Reidsville City Council.
The Council expressed their strong frustration and anger over the way the City of Reidsville had been treated concerning this performance agreement. The Council was particularly unhappy that the City Manager had not seen the performance agreement until the morning of the Council meeting and apparently no one from the Partnership had planned to be at the City Council meeting to explain those performance agreements. Mayor Pro Tem Gentry was instructed to write a letter to the Chairman of the Partnership expressing the Council’s unhappiness and frustration with this treatment. 

Councilman Festerman made the motion, seconded by Councilman Turner and unanimously approved by Council in a 6-0 vote, that the package be approved. (A COPY OF THE PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT IS HEREIN INCORPORATED AND MADE A PART OF THESE MINUTES.)
PERFORMANCE AGREEMENT WITH SOUTHERN GRAVURE, INC.
