ARTICLE VII


SIGNS
Section 1.  Intent.

It is the intent of this section to authorize the use of the signs whose types, sizes, and arrangements are compatible with their surroundings; appropriate to the type and intensity of activity to which they pertain, expressive of the identity of individual properties or occupants or of the community as a whole, legible in the circumstances in which they are seen, and appropriate to traffic safety.

Section 2.  Definitions.

Signs - Any words, lettering, parts of letters, pictures,   figures, numerals, phrases, sentences, emblems, devices,  design, trade names, or trade marks by which anything is made known, such as the designation of an individual, a firm, an association, a profession, a business, a commodity, or product, which are visible from any public way and used to attract attention.

Banner - A sign of lightweight or similar material which is permanently mounted to a pole or a building by a permanent frame at one or more edges.  National flags, state or municipal flags, or the official flag of any institution or business shall not be considered banners.

Business/Industrial Park Sign – A freestanding pole or ground sign identifying the name of the park and listing the businesses or industries in the park. No commercial copy shall be allowed.

Canopy Sign - Any sign which is a part of or attached to an awning, canopy or other fabric-like or plastic protective structure which is extended over a door, window, or entranceway.  A marquee is not a canopy.

Construction Sign - A temporary sign identifying the name and address of the building or use, the developer, architect, contractor or other professional persons or organizations engaged in or associated with the construction, alteration, remodeling or demolition of a building or use.

Flag - Any fabric, banner or bunting containing distinctive colors, patterns, or symbols, used as a symbol of a government, political subdivision or other entity.

Freestanding Sign - A sign attached to , erected on, or supported by a structure whose primary function is to support a sign and which is not itself an integral part of a building or other structure.

Identification Sign - A permanent sign announcing the name of or directing attention to a business, building, activity, facility, etc. on the premises where the sign is located.

Illuminated Sign - A sign which has characters, letters, figures, designs or outlines illuminated by electric lighting or luminous tubes as a part of the sign.

    
Marquee - Any permanent roof-like structure projecting beyond a building or extending along and projecting beyond  the wall of the building, generally designed and constructed to provide protection from the weather.

Marquee Sign - Any sign attached to, in any manner, or made a part of a marquee.

Outdoor Advertising Sign - An outdoor structure or display, either freestanding or attached to a wall which advertises or attracts attention to a business, commodity, service or other activity, conducted, sold or offered elsewhere than on the premises on which the structure or display is located.

Pennant - Any lightweight plastic, fabric or other material, whether or not containing a message of any kind, suspended from a rope, wire or string, usually in series, designed to move in the wind.

Portable Sign - Any temporary sign utilizing a billboard or other advertising surface and constructed as a part of or attached to a private vehicle, trailer, or other mobile object and used primarily for advertisement purposes.  Portable signs include A and T shape signs.

Projecting Sign - A sign attached to and supported by a building and extending beyond the building to which it is attached at a right angle.

Roof Sign - A sign erected on or over the roof of a building.

Sign Owner - Any person holding legal title or legal right to occupy or carry on business in a structure or any facility and shall include each and every person who shall have title to or benefit of a sign, or for whose benefit any type sign is erected or maintained.  Where there is more than one (1) owner, as defined, their duties and obligations under this chapter are joint and several, and shall include the responsibility for such sign.

Temporary Sign - An on-premises non-permanent sign advertising or announcing such things as sales, auctions, events, political candidates, etc.  Some temporary signs   requires no permit and are permitted in all districts. Other temporary signs (including portable signs) require a permit and are limited to certain districts and specified purposes 

Wall Sign - A sign mounted on a the wall of a building which does not extend above the parapet or eave line.

Window Sign - Any sign, pictures, symbols, or combination thereof, designed to communicate information about an activity, business, commodity, event, sale or service, placed inside a window or upon the window panes or glass and which is visible from the exterior of the window.
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Projecting Sign
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Section 3.  Nonconforming Signs.

Non-conforming signs will be allowed to remain, in good repair, lawfully existing prior to the passage of this ordinance but not in conformance with the regulation of the district in which it is located at the effective date of this Ordinance or amendments thereto.  Churches are exempt from this ordinance, however when a church sign is replaced, altered or changed, it must comply with Section 5.(l) of this ordinance.  Signs directly related to a non-conforming 
use may remain and be maintained until the discontinuance of the non-conforming use provided this exception shall not apply to signs that overhang or project beyond the property line at the street right-of-way.

Whenever any nonconforming sign, or part thereof, is altered, replaced or changed, the entire sign must immediately comply with the provisions of this Article.

If any nonconforming sign is destroyed by an exercise of the power of eminent domain or by fire, flood, wind, explosion or other calamity or act of God and if the cost of the rebuilding, reconstruction and restoration will be fifty (50) percent or more of its fair market value as determined by the Building Inspector, the non-conformity shall not be rebuilt, reconstructed, or restored except in conformance with this Article.

A nonconforming sign which is unused and/or contains no message for a continuous period of one hundred eighty (180) days or more may not be resumed.

Section 4.  Signs Subject to Control.

Unless specifically exempted, no sign visible from a public right-of-way and exterior to a structure, shall be erected, displayed or substantially altered except in accord with the provisions of this chapter and until a permit has been issued by the building inspector.

Section 5.  Signs Permitted in all Districts.

The following signs are permitted in any district without a permit, as long as they do not violate the traffic safety precautions listed in Section 6.

(a)
Signs bearing only property identification numbers and names, post office box numbers of occupants of the premises, or other identification of premises not of a

commercial nature, provided such signs are not illuminated and do not exceed two (2) signs per zoning lot or three (3) square feet in area per display surface.

Identification and informational signs, and traffic directional or regulatory signs erected by or on behalf of a governmental body.

(d)
Memorial signs or tablets, and names and construction dates of buildings.  Four (4) square feet maximum size.

(e)
Entrance-exit signs:  One (1) entrance and one (1) exit sign per driveway, containing a maximum of six (6 square feet each and a maximum height of three (3) feet, measured from grade level.  Entrance-exit signs shall contain no commercial copy other than a symbol or logo of the establishment it serves.  Signs shall be located behind right-of-way.  No sign shall block the site distance.

Local, state and national flags:  No limit to size.

(l)  
Church Signs and/or permanent Church Bulletin/Information Boards, combination not to exceed fifty (50) square feet in size; that list activities that will take place, on the premises where the sign is located provided that no advertising of any type is displayed.  This does not include temporary signs.

(m)
Church Directional Signs, two per church, not to exceed six (6) square feet, and to be located on the same street as the church it identifies.  Lettering shall consist only of the name of the church and a directional arrow.

Welcome signs should not exceed eighty (80) square feet in residential areas.

Section 5.1
Temporary Signs

Temporary signs shall only be permitted in accordance with this Ordinance.    Temporary signs are prohibited in street right-of-way, excluding temporary signs per Section 7 of this Article.

a.
Banner or Poster

A banner or poster is permitted for the purposes of grand openings, going out of business events or special events.  For the purpose of this section a special event is not defined as a sale or to advertise a product or similar activity.

Only one banner or poster is permitted per business. 

A banner or poster is permitted three times a year for a period of 30 days at a time with a 30 day time separation.  

Banner or poster must be mounted flush with the building wall and maintained in good repair.  The banner may not exceed 32 sq. ft. in size.  A poster may not exceed 8 sq. ft. 

Banner or poster must be maintained in good repair.   Attachment to the building must be maintained.

On properties with multiple businesses a banner may not extend beyond the store frontage or strung between canopy poles or similar devices.  A poster is only allowed on the store front.  

Flag type banners are prohibited.

A sign permit is not required.

b.
Temporary / Portable Changeable Letter Sign

Temporary / portable changeable letter signs shall only be permitted for the following purposes: annual charitable; civic or fraternal events; new businesses (where a permanent sign has not yet been installed); for special events.  For the purpose of this section a special event is not defined as a sale or to advertise a product or similar activity.

Permit for temporary / portable changeable letter sign shall be issued for a maximum period of 30 days and only be issued once in a 12 month period for the same zoning lot.  On properties with multiple businesses only one temporary / portable sign changeable letter sign may be allowed at a time.  

The maximum area of a temporary / portable changeable letter sign shall not exceed 32 square feet and six feet in height.

Temporary / portable changeable letter signs may be placed only on a zoning lot accessible by automobile and which contain off-street parking for the principal use(s).

Temporary / portable changeable letter signs may not be electrified.

Temporary / portable changeable letter signs shall be no closer than 10 feet to residential property and 6 feet behind the sidewalk or right-of-way. 

Temporary / portable changeable letter signs must be maintained in good repair and remain upright at all times.   

A sign permit is required for a temporary / portable changeable letter sign.

c.
Sandwich Board Signs (also known as A-Frame and T-Frame signs)

One sandwich board sign is allowed per business.

A sandwich board sign is only allowed on the sidewalk in front of the business where the sidewalk is parallel with the business and does extend more than six (6) feet from building.

Sandwich board signs shall not exceed 8 sq. ft. per face.

The sandwich board sign shall be removed at the end of the business day.

Sandwich board signs shall not impede normal pedestrian traffic or handicap accessibility. 

Convenience Stores and Gas Stations have the option of using one sandwich board sign for the purpose of displaying gas prices only when a permanent gas price sign is not present.  Sandwich board signs for the purpose of displaying gas prices only may be placed along the street frontage as long as they are 6 feet behind the sidewalk or street right-of-way and do not impede pedestrian, vehicular traffic or sightline.  Sandwich board signs for the purpose of displaying gas prices may not exceed 10 sq. ft.   If a sandwich board sign is used to display gas prices a sidewalk sandwich board sign is prohibited.

Sandwich board signs must be maintained in good repair and remain upright at all times. 

A permit is not required.  

d.
Real Estate Signs 


Real estate signs advertising the sale, rental, lease or auction of the premises on which said signs are located are permitted provided such signs do not exceed one sign per street frontage and six (6) square feet in area per display surface in residential areas, and one sign per street frontage and thirty-two (32) square feet per display area in commercial and industrial districts and are removed within thirty (30) days after sale, rental, lease or auction of the property.  

With the permission of the property owner, signs in the dimensions noted above may be placed on property other than the premises for sale for the purpose of directing traffic to the property that is for sale.

Real estate sign must be maintained in good repair at all time. 

Banners used as real estate signs must conform to the Section 5.1 (a) except the banner must be removed within seven (7) days after the sale.

A permit is not required.

e.
Temporary Signs Allowed at Churches:

Churches shall be allowed to have one (1) temporary sign per zoning lot.  The temporary sign may be a banner or temporary / portable changeable letter sign.

Such signs shall be allowed for two (2) weeks at a time for ten (10) times per year.

Such signs shall be located on the same zoning lot as the church. 

Such signs shall be limited to a maximum of thirty-two (32) square feet and a maximum height of six (6) feet measured from grade.
Such signs may be placed only on a zoning lot accessible by automobile and which contains off-street parking for the principal use(s).

Such signs may not be electrified.

Such signs shall be no closer than 10 feet to residential property and 6 feet behind the sidewalk or right-of-way. 

Banner must be maintained in good repair at all times and attached properly to the supporting feature.  Temporary / portable changeable letter sign must be maintained in good repair and sitting upright at all times.   
A permit is not required. 

f.
Construction Site Identification Signs

Construction site identification signs whose message is limited to identification of architects, engineers, contractors, and other individuals or firms involved with the construction, the name of the building, the intended purpose of the building, and the expected completion date, provided such signs do not exceed thirty-two (32) square feet in area per display surface, are not erected prior to issuance of a Building Permit, and are removed within thirty (30) days of Issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy.  The combined total area of such display surfaces shall not exceed 100 square feet per-construction project.  Construction signs shall not be illuminated or reflectorized.

A permit is not required. 

g.
Political Signs
Political signs are exempt from the temporary sign regulations except that they are prohibited to be within street right-of-ways.  

Section 5.2
Prohibited Temporary Signs

Temporary yard signs normally displayed on wire frames are prohibited except for political sign [see Section 5.1(g)] and real estate signs [see Section 5.1(d)].

Signs placed on utility / light poles, or similar structures are prohibited.

Signs on or in beds of vehicles or trailers that are parked in a location which is visible to the public and for a period of time which indicates that the principal use of the vehicle or trailer is for advertising rather than transport is prohibited.

Windblown devices such as pennants, streamers, spinners, balloons, gas-filled figures and other similar devices are prohibited.

Any type of temporary sign not addressed in this Ordinance is prohibited. 

Section 6.  Traffic Safety Precautions.

Notwithstanding any other provision in this chapter, the following restrictions shall apply to signs in order to preserve the safety of pedestrian, bicycle, and vehicular movement:

(a)
No sign shall make use of the words "STOP", "SLOW", "CAUTION", "DANGER", or any other word, phrase, symbol, or character in such manner as is reasonably likely to be confused with traffic directional and regulatory signs.

(b)
No sign shall be erected so that by its location, color, nature, or message it is likely to be confused with or obstruct the view or traffic signals or signs, or is likely to be confused with the warning lights of an emergency or public safety vehicle.

(c)
Except as used to display time and temperature, no sign shall contain flashing lights.

Section 7.  Signs Permitted In Public Right-Of-Way

No sign, banner or poster shall be permitted in any public right-of-way except for the following:

(a)
Signs erected by the City of Reidsville.

(b)
Signs erected by the State of North Carolina.

(c)
Emergency warning signs erected by a governmental  agency, a public utility company, or a contractor doing work within the public right-of-way.

(d) Temporary banners, posters, or signs for messages of a public service nature only, including but not limited to charity fund campaigns, community festivals, and observances of legal holidays, subject to the following requirements:

(1) Issuance of a permit by the Department of Planning and Code Enforcement certifying compliance with all applicable safety-code regulations; and

(2)
Proof by the applicant of indemnification and liability insurance coverage in




connection with the placement of such   temporary banners, posters, or




 signs in a   minimum amount of $500,000.00 per occurrence, and 




$1,000,000.00 to aggregate; and

(3)
Placement for a continuous period of no more than twenty-one (21) days per annum for such temporary banners, posters, or signs, which overhang the entire width of any traveled vehicular way, and no more than forty-five (45) days per annum for all other temporary banners, posters or signs, provided this requirement shall apply to banners requested by a governmental agency to promote the Central Business District; and

(4)
Clearance of at least fourteen (14) feet from any traveled vehicular way to the lowest part of any such temporary banner, poster, or sign which overhangs the entire width of the traveled vehicular ways.  

Section 8.  Other Sign Regulations.

(a)
Menu boards, fast food restaurants:  Must be located in such a way as to be viewed from a designated drive-thru lane and not located within the required front, side, or rear yards.

(b)  
Identification stickers on windows or doors:  Not allowed if there is an identification sign painted on the window or door.  Sign shall not be more than four (4) square feet in size.

(c)
Animated and flashing signs shall be prohibited except for public service information signs which display time, date and/or temperature.

Section 9.  General Limitations.

All signs permitted by this Section shall be constructed in accordance with the following provisions.

(a)
Obstruction:  No sign shall be erected so as to obstruct any fire escape, required exit, window, door opening, or wall opening intended as a means of ingress or egress.

No sign shall be placed so as to obstruct vision of motorists at intersections and driveways.  On a corner lot in any district nothing shall be erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in such a manner as to materially impede vision between a height of 1 1/2 feet and 10 feet in a triangular area formed by a diagonal line  between two points on the right-of-way lines, 20 feet from where they intersect.

(b)
Ventilation Interference:  No signs shall be erected so as to interfere with any opening required for ventilation.

(c)
Above Ground Clearance:  All sign shall be located in such a way that they maintain horizontal and vertical clearance from all electrical power lines and communication lines in accordance with the applicable provisions of the N.C. Life Safety Code.

(d)
Ground Clearance:  All signs and their supporting structures shall maintain clearance from surface and underground utilities, conduits or easements for water sewage, gas, electricity or communication equipment.  In addition, the placement of signs and their supporting structures shall not interfere with natural

or artificial drainage ways.

(e)
No sign shall be erected so as to interfere with any existing warning or instructional sign.

(f)
Minimum Wind Loads:  All signs, except those attached flat against the wall of a building, shall be constructed to withstand minimum wind loads as specified by the NC State Building Code.

Section 10.  Design, Construction and Maintenance.

All signs shall be designed, constructed, and maintained in accordance with the following standards:

(a)
Other Code:  All signs shall comply with the applicable provisions of the Building Code and the Electrical Code.

     
(b)
Permanence:  Except for temporary signs and window signs conforming with the requirements of this Ordinance, all signs shall be constructed of permanent materials and shall be permanently attached to the ground, a building or another structure by direct attachment to a rigid wall, frame or structure.


(c)
Maintenance:  All signs shall be maintained in a state of good repair.  No sign shall be continued which becomes structurally unsafe or endangers the safety of the public or property.  When evidence of an unsafe sign is brought to the attention of the building inspector, he shall order that such sign be made safe or removed.  A period of seven calendar days following receipt of the notice by the person or firm owning or using the sign shall be used for compliance.

(d)
Signs shall be removed within thirty (30) days after the structure or use is vacated.

Section 11.  Computation of Sign Dimensions.

(a)  Measurement of Sign Area

(1)
The area of a sign shall be deemed to include the copy area devoted to conveying a message,
excluding supporting structure but including trim or framing device.

(2)
Where signs employing appurtenances such as "pop-ups" or "cut-outs" that extend beyond the copy area, the area of such appurtenances shall be measured separately, but included in the total sign area.

(3)
The total sign area for a multi-faced sign shall be measured on the largest face of the sign; however, information of advertising matter may be posted on both sides of such permitted sign.

(4)
In the case of signs consisting of individual letters or displays attached to a building, the area of the sign shall be deemed to be the area including in the smallest rectangle or combination of continuous rectangles that can be drawn around the letter or displays.

     (b)  Measurement of Sign Height

(1)
The height of all signs shall be measured from the average grade elevation of the supporting structure located directly under the sign.

Section 12. Con’t.  Notes to the Table of Signs Requiring Permits.

Wall Signs:

(a)
Wall signs shall not cover or interrupt major architectural features.

Freestanding Signs:

(b)
Freestanding pole signs shall not be permitted along the same street frontage where there are ground signs.

(c)
Freestanding signs shall not be permitted along the same street frontage where there is a projecting sign.

(d) The zoning lot on which a freestanding sign is located shall be accessible by automobile and contain off-street parking for the principal use.

(e)
A separate 24 sq. Ft. sign may be added to a freestanding pole sign to accommodate a changeable letter sign (example: gas price sign, cigarette sign, etc.)

(f)
Freestanding pole or ground signs shall be no closer than 5' from the right-of-way, sidewalk or property line, whichever is greater and 10' from residential property.

Freestanding pole signs in the Highway Business Zoning District must have at least a 7-foot ground clearance.

Freestanding pole signs in Highway Business with a 12 to 15-foot clearance must have minimum 5-foot setback from the property line and cannot be over 25 feet tall from the top of the sign to the bottom of the sign.

Freestanding pole signs in Highway Business with a 7 to 11-foot ground clearance must have a minimum 10-foot setback from the front property line and cannot be over 25 feet from the top of the sign to the bottom of the sign.

A freestanding ground sign in Highway Business must have a minimum 15-foot setback from the front property line.

Freestanding Pole Signs in all zoning districts where the pole cover or shroud exceeds 2’ in width shall meet the minimum principal building setbacks of the underlying zoning district.  No written copy, logo, etc. shall be located on the shroud.

Projecting Signs:
(g)
Projecting signs shall not be permitted on the same street frontage along which there is a freestanding sign.

(h)
Projecting signs shall not extend above the soffitt, Parapet, or eave line of the building to which it is attached.

Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Pole Sign
(p) A freestanding pole sign with a 12 to 15 foot ground clearance must have a minimum 5 foot setback from the front property line and cannot be over 25 feet tall from the bottom of the sign to the top of the sign.

A freestanding pole sign with a 7 to 11 foot ground clearance must have a 
minimum 10 foot setback from the front property line and cannot be over 25 feet tall from the bottom of the sign to the top of the sign.

Freestanding pole signs must have at least a 7 foot ground clearance.

Visibility at Intersections – On a corner lot nothing shall be erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in such a manner as to materially impede vision between a height of 2½ feet and 10 feet in a triangular area formed by a diagonal line between tow points on the right-of-way lines, 20 feet from where they intersect.

There shall be a minimum of 100’ separation between any Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Pole Sign and any other freestanding pole or ground sign on the same lot.

Prior to issuance of a sign permit a letter from the property owner where the sign is to be placed shall be submitted to the Department of Community Development agreeing to the placement of the sign on their property.

Prior to issuance of a sign permit a maintenance agreement shall be submitted to the Department of Community Development as to who shall have maintenance responsibility for said sign.

A Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Pole Sign shall not be permitted along the same entrance where there is a Business/Industrial Park Ground sign.

Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Ground Sign

(q)
A Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Ground Sign must have a minimum 15 foot setback from the front property line. 

Visibility at Intersections – On corner lots nothing shall be erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in such a manner as to materially impeded vision between a height of 2½ feet and 10 feet in a triangular area formed by a diagonal line between two points on the right-of-way lines, 20 feet from where they intersect. 

There shall be a minimum of 100’ separation between any Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Ground Sign and any other freestanding pole or ground sign on the same lot.

Prior to issuance of a sign permit a letter from the property owner where the sign is to placed shall be submitted to the Department of Community Development agreeing to the placement of the sign on their property.

Prior to issuance of a sign permit a maintenance agreement as to who shall have maintenance responsibility for said sign.

A Business/Industrial Park Freestanding Ground Sign shall not be permitted along the same entrance where there is Business/Industrial Park Pole Sign.

Suspended Signs

(r)   
A suspended sign shall not project more than five (5) feet into the public right-of-


way.  In no case shall this category of sign be permitted to encroach over a 



motorized vehicle travel way such as a public street, alley or driveway.


A suspended sign shall include only the address and name of occupant, no 



commercial advertisement.



Distance from the lower edge of the sign to the ground shall be a minimum of



nine feet.



A suspended sign shall hang 90 degrees to building.

Marquee Signs for Changeable Copy Only for Theaters, Museums, Auditoriums and facilities providing entertainment.

(s)
The marquee sign is limited to the announcement of events at the said facility 


where the marquee is located. 


In the Central Business District a marquee structure shall be allowed to project 


into the public right-of-way.  However, in no case shall this structure be permitted 

to encroach over a motorized 
vehicle travel way such as a public street, alley, 


driveway or parking area.  


In General Business and Highway Business the marquee structure shall maintain a 

5 foot setback 
from the property line.  However, in no case shall this structure be 


permitted to encroach over a motorized vehicle travel way such as a public street, 


alley, driveway or parking area.  



Distance from the lower edge of the marquee structure to the ground shall be a 


minimum of nine feet.


An additional sign meeting the square footage of a wall sign shall be allowed over 

the marquee as long it does not extend above the roof line of the building.  



However, the sign shall be counted as the allowable wall signage for that business.  

Section 13.  Signs Where Zoning Lot Contain Multiple-Businesses.

     Where a zoning lot contains more than one principal use or establishment, the provisions below shall apply to the zoning lot as a whole, and the owner(s) of the zoning lot shall be responsible for allocating permitted signs and  display surface areas among the such zoning lot shall show all signs located or proposed and shall be designed so that all signs are in harmony and consistent with each other.

(a)
Freestanding Signs - One shall be permitted for each 100 ft. of street frontage provided there is 100 ft. of separation between the signs; each sign shall not exceed 150 sq. ft. in surface area per side OR allowable square footage can be combined into one sign in single ownership.

Signs shall be set at least 25 feet from the side property lines and no part of the sign shall hang over any street right-of-way, property line or sidewalk. The sign shall display only the name and address of the development and names of individual businesses within the development.  Provided, however, that wherever there is conducted a separate and distinct business operated under separate ownership and management, not physically connected to other buildings in the development nor sharing a common parking area or access drive, such business may be permitted one freestanding sign as allowed in the Table of Signs Requiring Permits.

In addition to the above regulations, directories not exceeding 16 square feet in surface area showing the layout of all businesses in the development may be placed in strategic locations within the development.

(b) 
Wall Signs - One sign shall be permitted for each separate office or store frontage of an establishment on a street or public parking area.  Such sign shall not exceed 2 sq. ft. of surface area for each lineal foot of office or store frontage and shall not extend above the roof or parapet line.

(c)
Canopy Signs - One sign shall be permitted for each separate entrance to an establishment, such sign shall not exceed 4 sq. ft. of surface area not be less than 9 feet above the sidewalk.

(d)
In addition to the signs permitted above, theaters and assembly halls may be allowed one freestanding playbill sign or one roof sign, subject to approval of the Department of Planning and Code Enforcement of the size, height and location of the sign.  These playbill and roof signs shall pertain only to the name of the establishment or current attraction showing at the theater or assembly hall and shall in no way relate to any other advertisement or use.

(e)  
No outdoor advertising signs, flashing signs, temporary or projecting signs shall be permitted in planned business developments, shopping centers or neighborhood shopping centers.
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
