Disc Golf Course to open 
at Lake Reidsville June 22

Rockingham County’s first disc golf course will officially open June 22 at Lake Reidsville.


Based on traditional golf, disc golf is a fast-growing sport where players throw a flying disc into a metal basket with chains hanging over it. The player that travels the course making the fewest number of throws of the disc wins. The discs are specially made for various parts of the games – from putters to mid-range discs to drivers.

Disc golf has really taken off around the nation and the world. It is a sport that can be played by all ages at various levels. There is even a pro tour, which has been known to draw players from as far away as Sweden.

The Reidsville disc golf course will be geared for both the family and for professional play. Located in the woods of Lake Reidsville Recreation Park, the course is challenging as players must maneuver their shots around trees and over water. The only cost associated with the play is the car entry fee into the park and the rental of discs, if needed. The Lake Reidsville Camp Store will have discs available for sale or rental or players can bring their own.

The City of Reidsville became interested in building a disc golf course here when City employees visited a similar venue in Jacksonville. City Manager Kelly Almond formed an employee committee charged with first, determining if disc golf was a good idea and, secondly, where would be the best location to have it? The committee decided that yes, it was a good idea, and Lake Reidsville was the ideal location for the course.


In April, an enthusiastic presentation by the employee committee to Reidsville City Council secured the $30,000 needed to get the course designed and constructed. The design work was done by Russell Schwartz of Innova Disc Golf out of Rock Hill, S.C., considered the “Nike” of disc golf.


One of the selling points to the City Council was the course’s ability to recoup its start-up costs. Revenues will come from increased gate fees at Lake Reidsville, the selling and renting of discs at the lake store and sponsorships of course holes. Other benefits of the project include having another activity for campers at Lake Reidsville to engage in as well as the possibility of securing championship tournaments to the Reidsville course.


The ribbon cutting and official opening of the Reidsville Disc Golf Course will be at 10 a.m. on Friday, June 22, at Lake Reidsville.
