TVs, computer equipment banned from landfills

     Effective July 1, 2011, North Carolina law prohibits the disposal of televisions and computer equipment (including laptops, desktops, monitors, printers, scanners, mice and keyboards).
     City of Reidsville residents can no longer place these on the curb for pick up. Instead, the City will be working toward sponsoring e-waste drop-off events in the near future with an electronic recycler.

     All computer manufacturers are required to offer a take-back of their own equipment (via mail or drop-off.) A number of retailers also offer electronics recycling in addition to some nonprofit and charitable agencies.

     Below is a listing of items banned from disposal in North Carolina landfills:
• Scrap Tires

• Used Motor Oil

• White Goods (appliances)

• Lead-Acid Batteries

• Antifreeze

• Yard Waste

• Aluminum Cans

• Oyster Shells

• ABC Beverage Containers (regulated by Alcohol Law Enforcement) 
• Motor Oil Filters

• Wooden Pallets

• Rigid Plastic Bottles (neck smaller than the base of the bottle)

Does not include: margarine tubs, yogurt containers, food trays, nursery pots, plastic furniture, toys or bottles that once contained pesticides or motor oil

• Televisions

• Computer equipment (laptops, desktops, monitors, printers, scanners, mice and keyboards)
